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DETAILS / EDMUNDS’ THOUGHT

N ovember is the month when 
autumn ends and winter usually 
begins in Latvia. Subzero 
Celsius temperatures entrench 

themselves in Eastern Latvia and move 
westward to the shores of the Baltic Sea. 
November is the darkest month, even if 
in December the days are shorter. During 
November the cloud cover is low, with 
days of rain and frequent fogs obscuring 
the sun. Snow adds a new white shade 
to the grey-brown-green tonality of the 
landscape, melting away soon after, as most 
November snows do not stay for the entire 
winter season.  
	    At first glance November might seem 
like a difficult month to handle in Europe’s 
northern latitudes. Lightheartedly, Latvian 
poet Imants Ziedonis reinforces that feeling 
by combining a folk belief about swans with 
a prediction of snow: 
“When the swans fly away, on the third 
day it will snow. These days of three shall 
be hard for us: no swans, no snow in the 
heavens.”
	 While writing these lines, I see an adult 
pair of snow-white swans and their five 
gray-white offspring on the lake out front. 
When November comes, I shall watch these 
swans and test the folk belief. But that is 
not all that I look forward to in November, 
because it is actually a magical and 
historic month.
	 Fog is a part of November’s appeal. On 
foggy evenings, in the winding streets of 

Old Riga, rays of light from small streetlights 
penetrate the swirls of fog from the sea, 
reflecting off the wet surfaces of the 
cobblestones. In the countryside, foggy 
nights bring the magic of hoarfrost to bare 
branches of birch groves. Should the sun 
cast its light on such groves, they become 
sacred silvery places, as folk songs tell. Low 
November fogs rolling through meadows 
recall the pagan belief that these are veļi – 
the rolling ones – the souls of the dead.

	 November magic is also found in 
gatherings at historic sites. One is the 
November 11th Shoreline (11. novembra 
krastmala) by the Riga Castle wall facing 
the Daugava River. On that date, thousands 
of families arrive, with many small children 
perched atop their fathers’ shoulders. 
Together, they festoon the brick wall with 
a firmament of candles that light up the 
November darkness. Other families float 
candles down the river.  From here in 1919, 
with British and French warships providing 
the artillery, one of the last battles for 
Latvian independence was fought and won. 
I think of my father and godfather here, 
both captains in the Kalpaks Battalion of our 
first army.
	 The Freedom Monument is another 
site for celebration. Here the Declaration 
of Independence on November 18, 1918, 
is commemorated with choral singing, as 
throngs of Latvians arrive in steady streams 
to lay flowers at the base of the monument. 
Thousands of families with children then 
wander down to the River Daugava to 
watch a fireworks display accompanied 
by modern Latvian classical music. On 
the dark evenings of November in Riga, 
light is also celebrated in its own right. 
Creative artists use their imaginations to 
express their fantasies in light shows on 
the faces of various buildings and bridges. 
Again, crowds of animated people fill the 
streets, their radiant faces expressing joy 
and exuberance. BO

To locals, the 61 colourful 
wooden buildings of 
Bryggen are a reminder 
of Bergen’s history as a 

key trading post between Scandinavia and 
Western Europe, but to most tourists this 
part of the city is simply a beautiful area to 
explore and people-watch.
	 Today Bryggen (which means ‘the wharf’ 
in English) is home to shops, restaurants, 
cafés, a hotel and a nightclub, its origins 
stretching back to the 14th century and the 
days of the powerful Hanseatic League. 
Back then, German traders filled storerooms 
with stockfish and grain, taking up winter 
residence inside the tight accommodations. 
Bryggen was essentially a German colony 
for almost 200 years, until the gradual 
demise of the Hanseatic League during the 
16th century. By 1754, all the surrounding 
farmland had been sold to Norwegians.

	 Despite being ravaged by fire several 
times, the original medieval structures 
of Bryggen remain, thanks to substantial 
restoration works. Since Bryggen’s 
placement on UNESCO’s list of world 
heritage sites in 1979, the most recent 
restorations have focused on maintaining 
traditional construction methods and 
materials. Careful consideration is given to 
the choice of paint, nails and even to the 
use of original tools wherever possible.
	 To truly experience everything that 
Bryggen has to offer, don’t restrict yourself 
to the attractive façades. Take the time to 
explore the tight alleyways between the 
shops and you’ll discover a courtyard, a 
stone warehouse and beautifully restored 
three-storey medieval buildings.
	 Those keen to learn more about 
Bergen’s Hanseatic history can visit two 
museums. Children will enjoy exploring 

the tight rooms and creaky floorboards 
of the Hanseatic Museum, set in a former 
trading house complete with authentic 
living quarters, offices and a trading room. 
Further along the wharf is the more modern 
Bryggens Museum, built on the site of the 
Bryggen fire of 1955. Here you can learn 
more about the history of the area, based 
on archaeological excavations after the 
conflagration. 
	 To see Bryggen in contrast with the 
modern city and surrounding mountains, 
take one of the many boat trips on offer 
from Bergen’s harbour. Or, to save money, 
take a walk along Strandkaien on the 
opposite side of the narrow bay. On the way, 
stop by Fisketorget – Bergen’s fish market – 
for the freshest seafood you’ll ever taste, 
accompanied by a glass of Hansa, the local 
brew named after the Hanseatic traders 
who once presided over Bryggen. BO

ORLAN showing in the Latvian capital

As one of the most long-
standing and controversial 
personalities in the 
contemporary arts scene, 

ORLAN has been expressing herself loudly 
since the late 1960s. An icon of wildness and 
political correctness blurred into one, ORLAN 
thrives on provoking her viewers. Born in 
Saint-Etienne, a provincial town in France, 
the artist has stood up against what she 
sees as social injustice since her early youth, 
actively promoting women’s rights through 
her creative work. The artist says that while 
each person is free and independent, we are 
all responsible for combating xenophobia, 
racism, suppression and violence. According 
to ORLAN, art allows us to change 
perspective on things that undeservedly 
appear as obvious truths. 

	 ORLAN’s own body has been the 
cornerstone of her artistic expression. She 
has used it in various ways in her provocative 
performances, video installations, 
multimedia projects, photography and 
work with biotechnology. The artist’s first 
street performances saw her measure space 
with her body, then came Baroque-inspired 
photographs and sculptures (with her as a 
nun with an exposed naked breast), followed 
by plastic surgeries as performances during 
which she was fully conscious (though under 
local anaesthesia), attempting to reconstruct 
the typical conceptions on female beauty. 
	 The upcoming exhibition at the Riga 
Museum of Decorative Arts and Design 
presents ORLAN’s take on ‘fiction about 
fiction’ in the world of film. The film posters, 
which are hand-drawn of her own design 

and often feature her in various eccentric 
roles, tell of non-existent films and are the 
core of the exhibition Plan du Film and Other 
Scenarios. ORLAN’s fiction experiences a 
further metamorphosis in the form of literary 
texts composed by local writers and graphic 
designers, which accompany the posters.
	 Viewers will witness the artist’s 
unconventional quests for transformation 
in visual art and cinema, involving still and 
moving images, reality and fiction, as well 
as a jab at the double standards in the 
advertising and marketing world.

Paris’ legendary Picasso Museum finally reopened its doors on 
October 25, following a five-year reconstruction punctuated 
by a controversial change in the museum’s leadership.

Those who missed the spring exhibition in Rome devoted to 
legendary Italian film director, poet, writer, thinker, artist, journalist and 

communist Pier Paolo Pasolini (1922-1975) can now see it in Berlin for the 
next two months. The exhibition focuses on Pasolini’s complex relationship 
with the Italian capital, which was not merely the city where Pasolini made 
his films, but the place where he lived out the full gamut of emotions, as if 

in an extravagant love story.
The exhibition is divided into six parts, starting with the day that Pasolini 

first arrived in Rome in 1950 and ending with his brutal murder in 
November of 1975, when his body was discovered on the beach at Ostia 
near the Italian capital (he had been run over several times with his own 

car). The circumstances surrounding his death remain a mystery, with some 
of his contemporaries going so far as to speculate that Pasolini might even 
have orchestrated his own murder. His films, for their part, have continued 

to inspire movie directors of subsequent generations.

U ntil fairly recently, most of the fashion 
designers in Latvia were artists for 
whom clothing was just one form 
of artistic expression. Among the 

country’s inhabitants, Latvian fashion was seen 
as conceptual and avant-garde and not to be 
associated with everyday clothing. Fashion 
designers were artists who sewed tailor-made 
outfits for private clients during the evening hours. 
	 However, the global financial crisis and its 
economic consequences have changed the 
situation in Latvia for the better in this regard, 
with local fashion brands popping up like 
mushrooms after a rainstorm. For the designers 
who run these young companies, fashion is no 
longer a field for the rich elite, but a service for 
the general public where the user comes first. This 
means that a great deal of attention is devoted 
to the creation of comfortable, functional and 
accessible clothing. 

Woolings – a new generation 
of Latvian fashion

collections at local fashion week 
events. The idea to create her 
own shoe brand came to her 
as a flash of inspiration during 
a foreign trip, when she was 
daydreaming in an airport café. 
	 Vlasova has gained rapid 
success with her colourful felt 
shoes, which come with rubber 
soles and a partial covering of 
synthetic material to protect 
them from water and dirt. The 
felt is made from Australian 
wool, while the rubber-like 
synthetic covering is an original 
Woolings invention. The shoes 
are fashioned entirely by 
hand at a small workshop in 
Latvia, with each pair requiring 
about 10 hours of precise 
and methodological work. 
The relatively small scale of 
the company’s operations 
and the fact that each pair 
is made by hand means that 
the production process is 
flexible and that buyers can 
individualise their purchases. 
	 Woolings’ skilful 
combinations of felt and rubber 
have resulted in superior and 
tastefully designed footwear. 
The countless possible colour 
variations with these materials 
have provided the source of 
inspiration for such poetic 
model names as Blueberry, 
Raspberry, Wolf and Clouds. 
These exotic-sounding shoes 
and half-boots are not fragile 
and dainty beauties to be 
shown off only on special 
occasions; they can be 
worn on a daily basis in the 
rainy and windy climes of 
Northern Europe. 
	 Vlasova hasn’t shied 
from sending pairs of her 
Woolings shoes to prominent 
personalities, such as legendary 
British fashion designer 
Vivienne Westwood. In return, 
the punk fashion queen recently 
sent Vlasova a thank you card 
together with a photograph 
of her proudly wearing the 
Woolings shoes that Vlasova had 
sent to her as a gift.

In another sold-out performance at the 
Denver Coliseum, tUnE-yArDs warmed up 
for the band Arcade Fire. 
	 Raised by semi-hippie parents (“I know 
people with actual hippie parents, who gave 
their kids names like Rainbow or Starcrest,” 
Merrill once said in an interview), the singer 
feels comfortable in a fuzzy necklace, 
yellow Converse shoes and two-coloured 
eye-shadow. Her parents’ artsiness – with 
the footnote that “I don’t think either of 
them smoked marijuana” – meant that she 
could listen to lots of good music on vinyl 
LPs and go to great concerts.
	 Nikki Nack follows three years after 
the band’s second album, w h o k i l l, and 
contains some of the catchiest music that 
tUnE-yArDs has made to date. It has also 
lived up to Garbus’ own hopes of making a 
recording to which people could dance and 
sing along. 
	 Garbus appears fully down-to-earth 
despite her newfound celebrity. In the 
songwriting process, she not only went to 
a library to check out a book called How to 
Write a Hit Song (a joke to everyone else, 
but she’s surprisingly serious about it), 
she even travelled to Haiti to learn dance 
and percussion. Considering herself an 
ethnomusicologist, she has used various 
instruments and techniques borrowed from 
Haitian culture in the band’s latest album. 
	 The song Sink-O – the first that she wrote 
after returning from Haiti – features a boula, 
which is a Haitian rhythm instrument (“it 
frustrates the ear”). More than anything, 
Garbus’ Haitian experience taught her that 
“in folk music, you are one small piece of a 
greater whole”.
	 tUnE-yArDs’ danceable and quirky 
new album remains in line with Garbus’ 
hard-to-define genre – lo-fi, homespun, 
incorporating weird instruments and 
spoken words – but it is the element of joy 
that links her music to folk. Garbus laughs at 
the ‘cool factor’ of being serious. 
“You know, it’s so uncool to be happy, 
because when you’re happy you expose 
yourself.” BO

Marshland trail no. 1
�Ķemeri National Park. Ķemeri is Jūrmala’s 
westernmost suburb and a 50-km drive 
from Riga. It can also be easily reached by 
train from the capital city’s central train 
station. Ķemeri was formerly a popular 
European resort town, with water from 
local sulphur springs and healing mud 
being applied in medical treatments as 
far back as the 18th century. A number 
of mineral and medicinal water springs 
can still be found in the national park, 
which is home to about 25% of Latvia’s 
protected plant species. Visitors to the 
park can walk along footpath-covered 
trails at Lake Sloka (Slokas ezers), the 
Great Ķemeri Moorland (Lielais Ķemeru 
tīrelis) and the Kaņieris castle hill (Kaņiera 
pilskalns), with bird-watching and 
observation towers that can be climbed 
for an even better view.

Marshland trail no. 2 
�Seda Marsh (Sedas purvs). Located in 
Vidzeme about 25 km from the city of 
Valmiera, this marsh will treat your eyes 
and ears to incredibly beautiful sights 
and sounds. Talk a walk along one of 
three marsh trails (12, 8 or 4 km) and 
visit the small town of Seda. Its yellow 
Stalin-era classicist buildings were built 
in the 1950s to house the workers who 
extracted peat from the marsh. A narrow-
gauge railway leading to the centre of 
the marsh continues to operate and peat 
is still obtained there. The observation 
towers provide great vantage points for 
observing various species of birds (of 
which there are no shortage), while the 
informative stands depict the daily life of 
the Soviet-era marsh workers in black-
and-white photographs. A unique blend 
of history and nature.

Walking 
through the 
marshlands
At a time when November’s greyness 
seems to have enveloped the 
landscape, Latvia’s marshlands burst 
forth in a cascade of colours

D uring the autumn months, 
Latvians fill the social media 
with incredibly beautiful photos 
of marshlands in various parts of 

the country. Some go out on extensive hikes 
with their friends and families, while others 
seek to take refuge from the crowds of the 
city in silent solitude. Marshlands make up 
about 5% of Latvia’s territory and lately they 

have become increasingly popular tourist 
destinations. These unique habitats stand 
out with their particular colours, smells 
and ambience, with vegetation that grows 
nowhere else, and with animals that have 
been living there for thousands of years.
	 Visiting a wet marshland no longer 
requires long rainboots that extend past 
your knees and other waterproof clothing. 

Nowadays, a number of marshes in Latvia 
have had special footpaths built over 
them, which means that you can continue 
to wear your regular street shoes for your 
marshland nature outing. Just bring along 
some snacks in your backpack and throw in 
a GPS device for extra security. Here are two 
postcard-perfect marshland trails that can 
be taken in Latvia. BO

Ingredients
For the chips:
2 carrots
3 potatoes
1 sweet potato
2 small beets
Parsnips, celery roots or other root 
vegetables of your choice
1 litre rapeseed oil
2 pinches sea salt

For the mayonnaise:
1 egg yolk
1 pinch sea salt
1 tsp. Dijon mustard
1 tsp. lemon juice
1 tsp. white wine vinegar
3/4 cup grapeseed or other light oil 

Preparation
Begin by preparing the chips. Peel 
the vegetables and slice them into 
maximally thin strips, preferably 
with a mandoline slicer. 
	 Heat up the rapeseed oil, 
initially on a high flame and then 
at medium heat. Once the oil is 
hot, divide the sliced vegetables 
into portions and fry each portion 
in the oil for about a minute. 
Remove the fried vegetables from 
the oil and blot with a paper towel. 
Sprinkle with sea salt and let dry 
some more.
	 To prepare the mayonnaise, beat 
the egg yolk, sea salt, mustard, 
lemon juice and vinegar together 
with a whisk. Then add the oil by 
the tablespoon, beating the mixture 
after each addition of oil until all of 
the oil has been blended in with the 
yolk. Present the fresh mayonnaise 
as an accompaniment to the 
golden fried vegetable root chips.

The Mercure Riga Centre is located 
right in the heart of Riga, close to the 
numerous sights of the Old Town. The hotel is 
located in a historic Art Nouveau building which 
waswas built in 1901. The hotel is only a 15 minute 
drive from Riga airport (RIX), and a 2 minute 

walk from the Riga central railway station.

H ave you ever had the chance to hold a piece of rock 
that contains small, shimmering pieces of gold dust in 
your hands? Not some man-made synthetic fabrication, 
but the real stuff? I experienced this for the first time 

just a short while ago, and – believe it or not – it was not in some 
exotic location out of a Jack London novel, but quite nearby, in the 
Slovak Republic. 
	 In the small town of Liptovsky Jan, at the foot of the Tatra 
Mountains, a local lover of culture and tradition recently opened 
a unique museum devoted to the history of gold mining. Here he 
has created an authentic exhibition that follows the ancient “gold 
route”, along with the process of mining and producing gold from 
beginning to end. The museum contains a realistic replica of a gold 
mine and visitors are given lanterns at the entrance because the 
narrow passageway is pitch black. The tunnel, expertly made of 
rock fragments, could easily be featured in a design magazine and 
seems solid enough to last eternity. 
	 A short while later, visitors emerge back on the “surface”, where 
gold-containing rocks are crushed and then rinsed several times, 
thereby sifting apart the gold from the sand. (By the way, those 
hammers that women once used to crush smaller rocks into sand 
for 12 hours a day? A 21st-century man would tire after lifting such 
a tool only ten times.) These particles are then melted at very high 
temperatures, further isolating the gold from other minerals and 
refining the precious metal. And to think of all the lives lost over 
the millennia in this process of obtaining a precious metal, just so 
that the privileged few might live in foolish wealth....
	 Despite the Slovak Republic’s small size (49,036 square kilometres), 
it has long been famous for its natural resources. Gold was mined 
here back in the days of the Celts and Romans, and the first serious 
gold refining company was established in the 13th century. 
	 The oldest and best-known Slovakian gold mines, Kremnica 
and Banská Štiavnica, are located in the central part of the country. 
Between the years 1790 and 1863, Banská Štiavnica, which is 
included in the UNESCO list of world heritage sites, produced 490 
metric tons of silver and 11 tons of gold. Empress Maria Theresa 
established the world’s first miners’ academy here in 1765. However, 
the industry fell into decline in the 19th century and by the 1930s it 
had almost vanished completely. Nevertheless, gold can supposedly 

still be found in about 170 places in Slovakia, and once in a while 
there is talk about reopening the Kremnica mine again.
	 The gold museum in Liptovsky Jan also features a historical 
“money machine”, or coin press, that still makes coins with 
admirable precision. The original machine was made in the 
18th century by Swedish engineer and engraver Daniel Warou for 
the Kremnica Mint in Slovakia, which was the first place in Europe 
where such a machine was used. Having seated us a safe distance 
away, the owner of the museum lifts the heavy stone lever with 
surprising ease, offhandedly commenting that the press itself, 
which falls with a quiet thud into the metal ring to impress an 
image on the newly minted coin, weighs 40 tons. He then lifts the 
level once again, and the finished coin falls to the ground right in 
front of our feet. 
	 The Kremnica Mint, which was established in 1328, is one of the 
world’s oldest mints in continuous operation. The first coins minted 
here were made of 23-carat gold, and the high-quality ducats it 
made were one of the hardest currencies in Central Europe. During 
the late 15th century, less precious metals slowly began to replace 
gold in the minting process. There were attempts to destroy the 
Kremnica Mint in both world wars, and the Germans even tried to 
blow it up, but the establishment was always rebuilt and reopened. 
	 In fact, up until 1990 the Kreminca Mint was the only mint 
making money for the Czech and Slovak republics. In 1993, this is 
where the coins for the newly proclaimed Slovak Republic were 
made, and today the mint produces Slovak euro coins as well as 
coins for many other countries in the world.
	 As we emerge from the “gold mine”, we see the Tatra Mountains 
in the distance, rising above the roofs along the town’s main street. 
A few hundred metres in the opposite direction, in the middle of a 
small meadow, we find a pool filled by water from natural thermal 
springs. On the banks of the pool people enjoy picnics in the cool, 
late autumn afternoon, while the pool itself is full of devotees of 
healthy mineral baths. These thermal springs are one of the Tatra 
region’s natural wonders and also a major draw for tourists. 
	 The region is home to several water parks (AquaCity, Aquapark 
Besenova, Tatralandia Spa) that offer recreational activities and rides 
as well as thermal pools of various mineral content. Here we also find 
medicinal spas, the best known of which is Kúpele Lúčky, which has 

grown to become almost a village in its own right, with restaurants, 
various types of accommodations and even its own nature park. 
	 The legendary AquaCity, which opened in 2004, is located in 
Poprad and features the world’s only solar-powered swimming 
pool complex. It is also a truly environmentally friendly resort that 
fills 80% of its own electricity needs with wind, water and solar 
energy. Even Queen Elizabeth II of England visited AquaCity in 
2008, and her portrait can be seen in the resort’s reception area. 
AquaCity has two hotels: the three-star Seasons and the four-star 
Mountain View (from which the Tatra Mountain summits can be 
seen on a clear day), both of which offer competitive rates, making 

AquaCity a favourite destination for family vacations. Its thermal 
pools are filled with water from a 1300-metre-deep mountain 
spring that contains more than 20 different minerals. These pools, 
along with the Olympic-sized swimming pool, provide ultimate 
relaxation at any time of year, but particularly in winter after a 
heavy day of skiing on the nearby mountains.

Europe’s smallest high mountains
Called “Europe’s smallest high mountains”, the Tatra Mountains 
are also known as Europe’s most economically friendly mountains 
both for skiers and trekkers. Even the most experienced mountain

climbers continue to be fascinated by the number and diversity of 
routes in the relatively small (merely 25 kilometres long) mountain 
range, whose tallest peak, Gerlach, measures 2655 metres. 
	 As opposed to the Himalayas, where distances between climatic 
zones are measured in hikes lasting several days, the diversity on 
Slovakia’s mountains can be enjoyed in a matter of hours. Pine and 
fir forests grow at lower elevations, while higher up the trees give 
way to grass, and the tops of the peaks are covered with rocks and 
snow. In other words, this is a compact and saturated environment 
where blue-green mountain lakes and rivers alternate with snowy 
white peaks. Hiking trails are well-marked, and trekkers need only 
download a few maps from, for example, www.vysoketatry.org and 
choose a route that fits their mood and ability.
	 The sharp, rocky peaks of the Tatra Mountains were formed 
thousands of years ago by glaciers. Before the skiing season begins, 
the trails in the foothills are full of hikers of all ages and abilities. 
Almost everyone you meet along the trails is decked out in full 
trekking gear, which leads to the impression that Slovakia is a land 
of health nuts. But the country also provides plenty of opportunities 
to kick back and be lazy. For example, the ski lifts operate year-
round so you can hitch a ride up to the top of Lomnicky Peak, the 
Tatras’ second highest mountain at 2634 metres. 
	 This particular ski lift was the most modern lift in Europe when 
it was installed in 1940, and today Lomnicky Peak boasts the 
highest apartment in Central Europe. Spending the night up here 
is an unforgettable experience, but it can also give visitors a good 
shot of adrenaline because, as is typical in mountainous regions, 
the weather can change very rapidly, and a one-night stay may 
unexpectedly become a two-night stay....
	 To reach Lomnicky Peak, the first part of the journey is made 
in an orange four-seater car that takes visitors from Tatranská 
Lomnica (850 m) to Skalnaté pleso (1751 m). Sunday tourists might 
stop there to enjoy the café and take a 10-minute walk around 
the nearby mountain lake. During the winter, the steep slopes are 
covered in snow and skiers. In total, the High Tatras region has 
22 kilometres of ski runs, with the longest run at six kilometres.
	 Although the Tatras cannot be compared to the Himalayas, they 
do have some similarities. The Slovak Republic, for example, is the 
only country in Europe in which the mountain porter profession 
still exists. Altogether, there are about 30 porters here. While 
elsewhere in Europe helicopters and trucks transport groceries 
and other daily necessities to the highest mountain settlements, 
the Tatras still have mountain accommodations that can only be 
reached by foot along mountain trails. The porters usually carry 
between 50 and 60 kilograms each and are paid by the kilogram. 
One advantage of a porter is that he can often travel in weather 
conditions that are too poor for a helicopter to fly in. A favourite 
attraction in the Tatras region is the annual porter race, which 
usually takes place in October. Of course, it is not known how long 
the porter profession will continue in these mountains; in any case, 
being a porter is a lifestyle, as they themselves profess.
	 It is estimated that the first tourists began arriving in the Tatras 
region during the 16th century, and these tourists often employed 
local guides who were village teachers or priests. Later, medicinal 
tourism became popular and many people came to the region to 
breathe the healthy mountain air. The first medicinal spa was built 

in 1876, and the first grand hotel – Starý 
Smokovec – was opened in 1904. The three-
storey Art Nouveau style luxury hotel was 
even included in the unofficial list of top 
ten mountain hotels in the world. 
	 But, like the majority of Europe’s 
grand hotels, Starý Smokovec suffered 
significant damage during the Second 
World War, when it was used as an army 
hospital. Much of the original furniture was 
destroyed or carried off during the war and, 
even though the hotel was later renovated, 
some of the charm that it once exuded 
has been irreversibly lost, as evidenced 
by the old photographs from the hotel’s 
heyday displayed on its walls. Nevertheless, 
the prominent and stately Starý Smokovec 
still has retained the aura of a grand 
establishment. Located in the hotel is the 
Castro Café, named after the legendary 
Cuban leader who once came to this area 
to hunt. Fidel Castro was, however, one of 
the last people allowed to do so, as hunting 
is now illegal in Tatra National Park.
	 A few kilometres further is another 
famous place, the former Hviezdoslav 
medical complex, which has since been 
turned into the Grand Hotel Kempinski 
High Tatras. This luxury hotel consists 
of three interconnected buildings (the 
oldest dating to 1893), and its location 
is simply unbelievable. On one side are 
the mountains and Štrbské Pleso, one of 
the most beautiful Slovak lakes, while on 
the other side of the hotel is the valley 
that separates the High Tatras from 
the Low Tatras. 
	 There one can still see evidence of 
the strong storms that ripped through 
the valley with 140-180 km/h winds in 

November 2004, destroying a swath of 
forest on the southwestern slope of Tatra 
National Park measuring 2-5 km by 40-50 
km. Eyewitnesses tell that the wind on that 
day was so strong that it was impossible 
to stand up straight in the streets of the 
nearby villages. In calmer weather, a mist 
often covers the valley, which gives the 
location a slightly surreal feel, as if set in 
the middle of nowhere. The bench on 
the edge of a cliff only heightens this 
feeling, as you sit and look out across the 
mystical nothingness.
	 The Grand Hotel Kempinski High Tatras 
sits at 1351 metres above sea level and has 
one of the region’s most beautiful spas. 
There are few other places in the world 
where one can see not only mountain 
summits, but also a lake from the edge of 
a spa pool – and both seem right within 
arm’s reach. It takes about an hour to 
walk around the lake, and the stroll is also 
possible at night thanks to a lighted path. 

A village in the middle of 
nowhere
Even though the Low Tatras may at first 
glance seem to be just foothills when 
compared to the majestic High Tatras, they 
are actually the preferred destination for 
many dedicated skiers. This is because the 
most popular place in the Low Tatras, Jasná 
Ski Resort, offers many more opportunities 
in terms of ski runs. There is a total of 
45 kilometres of ski runs in the Low Tatras, 
and skiing is also possible in milder winters, 
when 25 kilometres of those runs can be 
covered with artificial snow. 
	 A modern funicular takes visitors up 
to the top of Mount Chopok (2024 m), 

Banská Štiavnica, the oldest mining town 
in Slovakia, is located 162 km southwest of 
Poprad. It is also famous for its 16th-century 
churches and Renaissance castles
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the highest point in the Low Tatras. For extra safety, the funicular 
runs on two cables because weather conditions in the mountains 
are often windy. Known for the nine kilometres of ski runs on its 
slopes, Mount Chopok also serves as the starting point for several 
hikes and bicycle routes. Standing at the top of the mountain are 
a restaurant and a small hotel. Reservations to the hotel should be 
made far in advance, because the privilege of stepping straight 
from one’s bed into one’s skis is quite exclusive.
	 The grandeur of the view from Mount Chopok cannot even be 
imagined further down. In the distance is Liptovská Mara or, as the 
locals call it, the Liptova Sea. The 22-km2 lake, which has a depth 
of up to 45 metres, is a man-made reservoir created in the 1970s 
when the Váh River was dammed, thereby destroying 13 villages. 
Today, the lake is a popular recreation area, where all sorts of sports 
can be enjoyed. Parts of the flooded villages, however, were saved 
from destruction when their historical buildings were moved to 
the Pribylina Museum. Established in 1991, the museum is not 
only the youngest but also one of the most extraordinary open-air 
museums in the Slovak Republic. It was planned as a village, with 
the obligatory market square and church at its centre. 
	 The architecture of the “village” embodies a concentrated 
version of real life, representing everything from the poorest to 
the wealthiest strata of society. Here we see a small school with a 
classroom and adjoining teacher’s room – an ascetic space where 
the teacher also lived. Nearby is a veritable manor house built in 
an eclectic union of Gothic and Renaissance architectural styles. 
During the 19th century, the manor was a fancy hunting lodge with 
trophies lining its walls. 
	 A familiar barn aroma even wafts through the air from several of 
the buildings, thereby giving the open-air museum a truly realistic 
feel, as if the permanent residents had just stepped out to tend to 
their daily tasks. In other words, you’ve just missed them and they’ll 
be back home at any moment.

	 Despite its authenticity, Liptov village in the Pribylina Museum 
is only an imitation of real life. There is, however, another village in 
the Low Tatras region where reality and the feeling of a museum 
are still united in one location. Surrounded by mountains, Vlkolínec 
cannot even be seen from the highway. Only one road leads to the 
village, which then also becomes the main street – a steep vein 
with a mountain stream running down the middle of the village. 
	 This is where everything happens in Vlkolínec – where villagers 
take their water and wash everything from laundry to vegetables 
for today’s lunch. Vlkolínec is on the UNESCO World Heritage 
List and is like a journey back in time. Only the automobiles bear 
witness to the 21st century as they sit indecorously next to the 
gates of brightly painted log houses. 
	 Vlkolínec was first mentioned in historical records in 1376, but 
the most active period for the village was from the 18th century 
to the second half of the 20th century. Since then, the population 
has sharply declined, with only a few loyal residents remaining. 
A part of the northern section of the village was destroyed by 
fire during the Second World War and has not been rebuilt. A 
couple of socialist-style masonry buildings from the 1960s stand 
in another part of the village. The rest of the village consists of 
about 45 authentic wooden constructions dating mostly from 
the 19th century. 
	 The main building of each household is usually located by the 
street, with the barn and sheds hidden behind the house. Today 
many of the barns still house pigs, and cats lazily wander the 
streets, while their owners mow hay in the nearby meadow or split 
firewood in the farmyard. 
	 Vlkolínec has its own museum and gallery where the locals 
sell handmade crafts such as paintings, textiles and ceramics. The 
village also has a school, but it is no longer active, and the two 
remaining school-aged children living in Vlkolínec must board a 
bus at six o’clock every morning to attend school in a neighbouring 
village. One wonders what those children think about leaving their 
slightly museum-like childhoods for the “big life” beyond Vlkolínec.
	 Hidden in the Janska Valley, which divides the Low Tatras from 
the High Tatras, are more than 200 caves. One of the most unusual 
(because it is so non-touristy) of these caves is Stanisovska. Thanks 
to the efforts of a group of cave enthusiasts, Stanisovska Cave was 
opened to the public in 2010, and the hour-long, 400-metre tour 
through its meandering passageways lets visitors feel like real 
spelunkers. There is no electricity in the cave, nor are there any 
benches on which to relax and enjoy a view of the stalactites and 
stalagmites. The only source of light underground is the caver’s 
“cyclops”, or headlamp. 
	 Turn the headlamp off, and it’s pitch black. The tour of 
Stanisovska Cave leads through countless natural underground 
“rooms” and past small underground lakes, and visitors are also sure 
to see some “flying mice”, small black creatures that have by now 
curled up in preparation for hibernation, paying no attention to the 
casual passersby. 
	 Having spent a few days in Slovakia’s Tatra Mountains, one 
cannot shake the feeling that there is a high concentration of 
emotions and experiences available in this relatively compact area. 
In addition, these experiences are not only found at ground level, 
but also above and below it.

The picturesque village of Vlkolínec, 
a Slovakian cultural heritage site 
under the protection of UNESCO
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and only museum in Europe 
dedicated to Andy Warhol, the 
father of pop art. 
	 The Andy Warhol Museum 
of Modern Art is located in 
Medzilaborce, a small town in 
northeastern Slovakia near the 
Polish border. With a population 
of 7,000, Medzilaborce is very 
close to Miková, the village 
from where Andrej Varhola, 
Andy Warhol’s father, emigrated 
to America in 1913 together 
with his wife in search of 
a better life in Pittsburgh, 
Pennsylvania. 
	 Warhol, who loved declaring 
“I am from nowhere”, never set 
foot in Slovakia, but his brother 
John visited several times, and 
the Warhol family, along with 
the Slovak Ministry of Culture, 
established the museum after 
Andy’s death. 
	 The museum can be found 
in a former Socialist-era cultural 
centre that has been painted 
with brightly-coloured stripes 
and can be seen from quite 
a distance. Across from the 
museum is a fountain with 
a sculpture of Warhol at its 
centre, depicting the artist 
in his ubiquitous sunglasses 
standing under an umbrella. 
The bus stop next to the 
museum, for its part, is shaped 

like Warhol’s famous Campbell’s 
soup can. 
	 However, the most surreal 
aspect of this museum is the 
fact that, despite being located 
seemingly in the middle of 
nowhere, it holds the world’s 
second largest collection of 
Warhol’s works after the Warhol 
Museum in Pittsburgh.  The 
museum houses 160 original 
oeuvres by the artist, including 
several of his famous portraits 
of Marilyn Monroe, Jackie 
Onassis, Mick Jagger and 
others. In a nod to the Slovak 
Republic’s socialist past, there is 
also a portrait of Lenin. 
	 One of the most interesting 
parts of the exhibition is the 
section devoted to Warhol as 
an individual. On display are 
his baptismal gown, his first 
camera, his sunglasses, items 
of his clothing and even a can 
of Campbell’s soup signed by 
the father of pop art himself, 
as well as a jacket with a 
small piece of paper in its 
pocket containing a note from 
Warhol’s mother. Warhol is said 
to have used elements of his 
mother’s handwriting in some 
of his works.

In Andy

Having a private conversation with one of the most busy and most influential men in Champagne is 
not easy, but I succeeded. Representing the sixth generation of the Krug Family, which creates some 
of the best champagne in the world, Olivier Krug tells us the story of his great passion.

How does it feel to shoulder the responsibility and heritage of 
a great champagne family? 
For me it’s cool! I grew up with this name, but my family never told 
me it was a special name. Maybe it will be different for the next 
generation, because now we have access to everything in terms of 
technology. They can find all the information and feel the impact of 
the name. I never felt pressured in any way.

Is there such a thing as a “normal” day for the managing 
director of a champagne house?
I enjoy almost every minute of every day, as each day is different. 
Let’s take a day when I travel. When I wake up, I usually don’t know 
where I am; it takes about five minutes for me to get my bearings. 
I travel a lot. Last week I was in California. On a specific day I might 
have breakfast or brunch with journalists. It’s always good to start 
the day with a few glasses of Krug, it works very well early in the 
morning. [Smiles.] 
	 Then I might meet with distributors to do education on 
champagne, which is the favourite part of my work. I love talking 
to people who say that they don’t know about Krug. It’s not about 
knowledge, but about passion. I always remind sommeliers: ‘When 
people ask you about Krug, they are not specialists.’ Many have read 
books about wine, grapes, the harvest and so on, but when they ask 
for a glass of champagne, they have one motivation – pleasure! 
	 If you speak too technically about champagne, you lose people’s 
interest. If you say, ‘Krug is the dream of a man come true’ and tell the 
story of how it started, then that makes all the difference. If you want 
great champagne and pleasure, then you don’t need to read a book. 
We have already done the job for you! Every single bottle that leaves 
this house with my name on it is the best possible champagne. 
	 Going back to my typical work day, I love spending time with 
my team as well. Then I might have lunch with a key customer, an 
ambassador of Krug or a journalist. I like taking a little break in the 
afternoon to relax with a cup of tea. That’s my British blood coming 
out. [The wife of company founder Joseph Krug was British – ed.] Often 
when I travel I have a big official dinner in the evening. It might be in 
the best, most famous and luxurious restaurant in the city, but it can 
also be in a tapas or burger place. 
	 That might be unexpected, but what do you do with a bottle of 
Krug at home? You need to feel easy. Not everyone has caviar and 
three-star Michelin food at home. You might have your favourite 
30-month-old Parmigiano cheese or your local fish. Yesterday I was 
fishing in Brittany. I caught a sea bass and a lobster and cooked them 
myself. You just put your fish in the oven and have a Krug rosé with it. 

The House of Krug was founded 
in 1843 by Joseph Krug, who 
wanted to offer a consistently 
good champagne every year, 
regardless of annual changes in 
climate. He founded the first and 
only house with champagnes that 
are all of undisputed quality.

Riedel now claims that it wants to get rid of the 
classic flute glass for champagne. Which kind 
of glass do you think is the most appropriate 
for enjoying a champagne with the complexity 
of Krug?
If I may, I would describe Krug as generous, not 
complex. Champagne is about generosity. If you 
want to express generosity of taste, you cannot lock 
it in a narrow glass. Although our chef de caves has 
created a glass together with Riedel, the idea is not to 
put champagne in a specific glass, it’s about letting 
the champagne express itself. The idea is to give out 
more pleasure.

Some tasters claim that Grande Cuvée with age is 
as complex as vintage or even more complex than 
vintage. What’s your opinion?
I fully agree. I will quote Serena Sutcliffe (Master of 
Wine) from Sotheby’s: “I thought the best champagne 
on earth in terms of aging was Krug vintages until I had 
some Grande Cuvée”.

Where did you grow up?
Here in Reims, just next door to the 
champagne house.

Was there always a bottle of champagne 
at the dinner table at home when you 
were a kid?
No, not really. A bottle of wine maybe, nothing 
special. My home was next door to the House of 
Krug, but I did not know what it was.

What are your first childhood memories 
connected to champagne?
When my dad opened a bottle of champagne, 
we were given small glasses to smell and taste it. I 
also remember the scent of the air when I played 
football in the cellars while my parents had no 
idea that I was there.

You were born into a legendary winemaker’s 
family. Is this the main reason for your love of 
champagne?
I have no clue how things would be if my family 
was not from Champagne. I would probably be 
an entrepreneur in a place with a lot of ideas 
and creativity. In any case, I feel I am in the right 
place here.
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	 To finish the day, I often visit one place or another 
after dinner. One facet of Krug might not be so well-
known, but you can also have it in a good nightclub. If 
there is a party, then I want to drink champagne, good 
champagne. A temperature of 9, 10, 12 degrees is the 
best and a wine glass is a must. No flutes! These types 
of work days always end very late for me.
	 Another day might be in the vineyards. I like to 
walk through the wine cellar and I like to smell the 
aromas. At this time of the year, when we bring in the 
harvest, every day has a different aroma in the air. I like 
to shake hands with the people here; some of them 
have been working longer than me. We have a very 
special relationship. We know each other, there is a 
lot of respect. 
	 Some days are really crazy. I like to pop into the 
tasting room unannounced. My little luxury when I 
don’t travel is to go home for lunch. Thirty minutes 
from here [the Krug champagne house – ed.] and I am 
home to have a quick lunch with my eight-year-old 
daughter. I might go to the vineyard with Eric Lebel, 
the chef de caves.

How is a family life compatible with this schedule?
It’s a matter of balance. I try to find the time for my 
family as well.

Summarise Krug in a few sentences to a consumer.
Krug is the dream of a man. An explosion of flavours. 
Generosity that lasts very long, because you have 
the backbone of finesse. I was in San Francisco last 
Thursday and my very good sommelier friend said: 
‘I have tasted thousands of wines in my life, but not 
a single wine gives me so much from one sip as 
Grande Cuvée does.’ It always surprises people and 
when they taste it for the first time, they ask, ‘What are 
you serving?’ Then they say, ‘Wow!’

When my dad opened a bottle 
of champagne, we were given small 
glasses to smell and taste it

House of Krug
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What do you have in your wine cellar?
Very often when I travel I fly back with one, two or three bottles from 
the place I have visited. It’s very eclectic. I like Bordeaux very much. I 
like Burgundy because it’s all about the terroir. I don’t like wines where 
you feel the winemaker. That’s boring for me. I want to talk about the 
terroir. It’s important to listen to the terroir, not to replace it.

What’s the most underestimated wine in the world today?
Krug Grande Cuvée! Everyone wants the best champagne. No one 
says: ‘I want champagne, but don’t give me the best.’ A bottle of 
Grande Cuvée is always consistently superior.

What food and wine you would serve for a very special and 
private dinner?
My lobster in the oven with just a little butter, preferably with 
chopsticks. I also love 30-month aged Parmigiano. Because of its 
generosity, Krug is the most versatile champagne with food. If you 
have a bottle on hand then you will never make a mistake. It’s 
that easy!

Is there anything that you’ve always wanted to say about 
champagne but haven’t?
Great champagne is about generosity. It takes over 20 years to craft 
each bottle of Krug Grande Cuvée. 

What project or accomplishment do you consider to be the 
most significant in your career with Krug?
I am one of the least conservative people here. Maybe I should be 
a gatekeeper, but I am just the opposite. This is something that I 
have been doing since I joined Krug. My main role is to transmit the 
message to people, and I love doing it. 

What is the single most powerful challenge when it comes to 
making good champagne?
A vision. What do I want to achieve? Where do I want to go? To find 
the individuality that contributes to the richness of a quality end 
product.
 
Can you name three cities where you like to drink Krug 
and what dishes would you match it with? Your top three 
Krug moments?
San Francisco, the first time I went to the USA without having a 
burger. Tokyo, Grande Cuvée with beautiful tempura, because of 
its crispiness. France, in a country house with an older bottle of 
Grande Cuvée forgotten somewhere in the cellar.

How did the relationship between Krug and L’Assiette 
Champenoise (one of the best restaurants in Champagne, 
with three Michelin stars) begin?

Arnould Lallement, the chef, called me 14 years ago 
when he was working with his dad and said, ‘I want my 
house champagne to be Krug.’ I said, ‘Are you crazy?’, 
but he replied, ‘No, I am not!’ He was sure that it would 
work, that if he served Krug to his customers, then they 
would know exactly how much he cares for them. 
	 In the beginning he was selling very little of it and 
we had our doubts. Then he said, ‘We will serve it by the 
glass!’ I immediately understood that this would make a 
difference and that it would work. L’Assiette Champenoise 
quickly became a big Krug customer. When people go 
to a restaurant, they go to have a great time. They don’t 
want to listen to technical issues, they want to enjoy. 

How do you choose your Krug ambassadors 
around the world?
Krug ambassadors are chosen by our team. They are 
people who love Krug. They already work in restaurants 
or in retail. They work with our customers at places that 
usually serve Krug by the glass. 

What about social networks? The era of Instagram 
is an era of instant gratification. Where do you see 
classic values in a medium like that? 
For me social networks are more like a connection to the 
audience with my personal touch. Since my life is closely 
connected to champagne, of course I post a lot about

it. I had a present given to me, a little bottle named Krug 
en voyage and I promised that I would do like Amélie 
Poulin [the main character in a French film – ed.], which 
is to bring it with me and take a picture everywhere I 
go. Now it’s turned into a fun thing in my Instagram. It’s 
not so much about the product itself, but more about 
connecting with the people. It’s about letting people 
into the world of this beautiful champagne. People see 
that there is no set menu or format on how you should 
enjoy champagne. You can always open a bottle and 
share it with someone you like. 

OUTLOOK / INTERVIEW
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Tell us more about the new ID codes.
Each bottle has a unique code to be used with Krug 
App. You get the whole story of the bottle – the 
vintages in the blend, food pairings and even music 
pairing! It lets people compare the bottles they have 
and see what’s behind them. This also serves as 
evidence that it is possible to make great champagne 
every year. When you drink Grande Cuvée – and I love 
to explain the life of 2003, the richness of 2000, the 
exuberance of 1996, the spices of 1990 and so on – in 
a glass of champagne, you have everything.

Regarding the Krug tasting committee, who is 
the boss when it comes to deciding about the

final blend or releasing a wine? 
The boss is Eric Lebel, the chef de caves, and luckily 
we mostly agree with each other. [At that very 
moment Eric enters the room like he knows what 
we are talking about and leaves with a pleased look 
on his face. – ed.] This morning at 7 AM we had a 
meeting with the committee. Almost everyone 
was coming out of an 18-hour flight. ‘Where are 
we?’ was the main question. [Laughs.] 
	 Every year is a challenge and everyone on my 
committee is a wine expert. I started 25 years 
ago when my grandfather was still here. My 
best feature is the ability to connect with the 
audience. We love to welcome people in this 
house and visitors feel at home here. A very 
strong characteristic of Krug is to connect with 
the audience. 
	 In the tasting committee my main role is to 
tell the others that ‘this will work’. That is the main 
reason we made the 2003 vintage, because it was a 
very challenging year. With the bad weather in the 
spring we already knew that we would lose 50% of 
the crop. Then an extremely hot summer followed. 
When you go global, your drink is the average 
quality of the whole crop, but if you go plot by 
plot like we do here, it’s different, it can be very 
good. We decided to do a very small quantity and 
we love the finesse of this vintage. We produced a 
champagne that expressed this life of 2003. 

What do men and women expect from 
champagne? 
I am sure that women are the most important 
people for champagne, because they always 
decide which bottle will be ordered. Men are more 
driven by hedonism and it’s very important to 
them that the champagne always delivers.

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R etreat centres that offer various

Many people feel that their lives 
have become increasingly fast-paced and 
stressful, and meditation is no longer a 
luxury that only the enlightened seek to 
practice. More and more individuals are 
making their way to yearly retreats and 
meditation houses, which have become 
increasingly accommodating for their part, 
adjusting their schedules to the busy lives 
of their clients. Beautiful hidden places, 
peace and quiet, seclusion and slowing 
down is what many seek. Patrons may seek 
solace in a religion that they have grown 
up with or in one that seems appealing 
by way of being more exotic.

Regular dharma talks are held and 
guidance is offered in insight meditation, 
tranquillity meditation and more. 
Participants have their own rooms and 
may choose solitude, or they may sit with 
a small community of other participants.
	 Various types of group retreats are 
available in December, including the 
New Year’s retreat. Personal retreats 
are available to people with previous 
experience in silent meditation, as these 
retreats entail extended periods of 
solitude. The retreats are supported by 
weekly meetings with a teacher and are 
considered an excellent way to develop 
one’s own practice and attain greater 
self-reliance. 
	 Work retreats, on the other hand, offer 
the opportunity to integrate meditation 
practice with one’s daily life. Suitable 
for physically healthy participants with 
established meditation experience, the 
retreat consists of five hours of physical 
work and four sessions of meditation per 
day as a minimum. Those who choose 
the work retreat can also take part in 
group retreat sessions and will meet 
individually with their teachers. They 
commit to staying at the Gaia House for a 
minimum of two weeks to a maximum of 
three months. 
	 The Gaia House maintains a library of 
over 2,000 recorded dharma talks given 
during retreats and events at the retreat 
centre, in which experienced meditation 
teachers explore the meanings of 
Buddha’s teachings and their applications 
to our everyday lives. The extensive Gaia 
House website offers a multitude of 
information, including an After a Retreat 
advice page for making the most of one’s 
retreat experience, maintaining a regular 
meditation practice and much more.
	 Where can you find it? In the 
countryside of South Devon, England.

extensive group retreat programme with 
meditation instructions and teachings 
drawn from a variety of Buddhist 
traditions, focusing mostly on vipassanā or 
insight meditation. 
	 The group retreats are led by 
experienced dharma teachers from around 
the world, but no previous experience is 
required from the participants. Personal and 
work retreats are designed for visitors with 
previous experience in silent retreats and 
with an established meditation practice. All 
of the retreats are held in silence. 
	 Currently the November solitary 
retreat (lasting the whole month) is a rare

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during the winter, with the exception of a 
Christmas retreat, New Year’s retreat and a 
10-week winter retreat. 
	 Guests are welcome for stays at the 
centre during the summer term and for day 
trips. The island is divided into several areas, 
some of which are exclusively for birds and 
animals, while others are used for a tree-
planting programme.
	 The Holy Isle Centre propounds five 
golden rules: to protect life and refrain from 
killing; to respect other people’s property 
and refrain from stealing; to speak the truth 
and refrain from lying; to encourage health 
and refrain from intoxicants; and to respect 
others and their integrity.
	 When staying at the centre, one is free to 
spend one’s days according to one’s wishes, 
although most courses have an individual 
daily programme. Meals are served three 
times a day and joining the resident 
volunteers in their work is an opportunity 
that one can use daily. Volunteer workshops 
are held at the beginning and the end 
of the most active season, providing an 
informal way for guests to become part 
of the island life. Anyone can volunteer 
in the kitchen, with housekeeping and 
maintenance, with gardening and with 
landscape conservation. 
	 Courses for December of this year 
include a Christmas retreat with Elizabeth 
West, in which participants are invited 
to avoid the over-indulgence that is so 
characteristic of that time of year and to 
rekindle feelings of peace and compassion. 
The course includes basic instructions 
in meditation and a simple schedule. 
Visitors are free to partake in as much or 
as little of the schedule as they choose.

It was 
founded and is run by Juris Rubenis, a 
renowned Latvian theologist with over 
30 years of pastoral experience in the 
Lutheran church. Rubenis holds a degree 
for teaching contemplative meditation 
from the Lassalle-Kontemplationsschule 
Via Integralis in Switzerland and is a 
member of the World Community for 
Christian Meditation. 
	 The Christian meditation specialists from 
the House of Elijah propound the tradition 
of contemplative (silent or subject-less) 
meditation and strive to encourage 
ecumenical collaboration between differing 
religious traditions. They organise seminars,

gatherings and meditation retreats, which 
are led by both locally based and visiting 
contemplation teachers. 
	 The House of Elijah was founded to 
help people renew their spiritual strength, 
continue on their path of self-improvement 
and resolve more serious issues related 
to emotional trauma or burnout. The 
meditation house offers three, five and 
seven-day programmes. The first of two 
three-day programmes is an introduction 
to Christian meditation for people with 
little or no previous knowledge about 
practical meditation. The second three-
day course in contemplative meditation 
is for people with previous meditation 
experience and who have attended the 
introductory course. 
	 The five-day course in contemplative 
meditation is suitable for people with more 
extensive experience in meditation, and 
permission to take part from the instructor 

is required. This program includes at 
least 18 hours of meditation. The seven-
day course in contemplative meditation 
is for those with substantial experience 
in meditation and includes at least 32 
hours of meditation. 
	 A personal approach and 
discreetness are guaranteed to all 
those participating in the meditation 
programmes, which are designed for 
a maximum of 12-14 people at a time. 
Peace and quiet can be found in this 
haven in the true sense of these words. 
Participants are treated to healthy 
and organic vegetarian meals in the 
beautiful surroundings of a living, green 
forest.

	 Bruce, who holds a PhD in psychology 
and has authored various books on 
meditation and history, runs the daily 
sitting meditations. His teachings focus 
on silence and simplicity. Ruth has been a 
devoted dancer since childhood and has 
been teaching movement as a spiritual 
practice for several decades. She says that 
by moving in pace with nature we also 
learn the pace of inner peace. 
	 Assisi Simple Peace Retreat Hermitage 
is set on 25 acres of land, with hundreds 
more acres of farmland surrounding it, 
only 4 km away from the centre of the 
town of Assisi. The retreat leaders live 
on the property and shuttle service is 
provided for visits to the historical town. 
	 Assisi welcomes people from all 
religious and non-religious traditions, 
and no previous experience in 
meditation is required. Each day a 
morning meditation is provided, along 
with meditative movement by Ruth, 
followed by a daily evening meditation. 
One-on-one meditative guidance is 
also available, while the afternoons are 
free for rest, walks, visits to Assisi and 
enjoying the contemplative, quiet life of 
the surroundings. 
	 The sitting meditation is contemplative 
and designed to lessen mental activity – 
particularly the noise in our heads from 
which we can get away from so rarely – 
whereas the moving meditation offers 
a Tai Chi-style Sacred Movement Ritual, 
which is geared to help us reveal deeper 
truths about ourselves. The retreat 
provides not only a temporary getaway 
but is designed to help participants decide 
how to continue their daily lives. Visitors 
are welcome to use their own meditation 
or prayer practices, but to those who are 
new to meditation, guidance is given. 
	 From December to February only 
self-guided retreats are available, while 
from March several guided retreats are run 
every month. Each retreat lasts six days 
and five nights at the country villa, with 
all amenities included. The total cost per 
person, including the retreat programme 
and accommodation fee, is EUR 600.

Davis restored the original Courthouse of 
Assisi, which already existed in the time 
of St. Francis and St. Clare, and turned it 
into a Peace Centre for the Religions of the 
World. They later sold the centre once they 
had completed the reconstruction of their 
current retreat home in the countryside. In 
2002, the couple opened the Simple Peace 
Retreat Hermitage, which exists to this day.

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builders were professionals and practicing 
Buddhists who worked on the project 
voluntarily. 
	 Aware of the requirements of a Western 
lifestyle – where year-long (or even longer!) 
retreats, so common in Asia, are hardly ever 
an option – Stupkalnis organises sessions 

for short or extended weekends, with 
occasional longer-lasting programs as well. 
	 The Diamond Way meditation weekends 
take place almost every week and the 
price is a mere EUR 23 per person, with 
food and accommodation included. The 
cost for a solitary retreat hut is EUR 8 (no 
food included). Each year, a large summer 
retreat course is organised with 500 to 

The Stupkalnis Buddhist Retreat Centre 
is the headquarters of the Diamond 
Way Buddhism Karma Kagyu Lineage in 
Lithuania and the largest retreat centre in 
the Baltics. The complex covers 60 hectares 
of land and incorporates one of the 
highest spots in the area, from which the 
view of a stunning landscape unfolds. The 
land was purchased by the Diamond Way 
School in 2000 so that it could organise 
longer and more focused courses and 
retreats for practitioners of the school’s 
teachings. 
	 In 2009, the main building of the 
Stupkalnis Retreat Centre was completed 
along with three retreat huts designed 
for solitary meditation. The building was 
designed by a Czech architect, with its 
walls erected by Lithuanians and with 
the roof completed by Germans. The

1,200 participants and with the main lamas 
from the Karma Kagyu School (which is 
one of the four major schools of Tibetan 
Buddhism) taking part. 
	 Only after the school had purchased the 
land did its leaders find out that the name 
of the highest hill on their newly acquired 
territory is Stupkalnis (meaning Stupa Hill 
in Lithuanian). In Buddhism the term ‘stupa’ 
refers to a commemorative monument that 
typically houses sacred relics associated 
with either Buddha or other saints. The 
school plans to erect a Buddhist stupa on 
Stupkalnis and the selected place has been 
marked by a pile of rocks. 
	 The founders of the school see this 
coincidence of names as confirmation 
that Stupkalnis is the right place for the 
Buddhist retreat. It should appeal not only 
to devoted practitioners of Buddhism but 
also to those who have an open mind 
towards the softly-treading Tibetan culture.
	 Where can you find it? Near the town 
of Kražiai in the Kelmė district of Lithuania.

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Living in Berlin: an insider’s 
guide to the cosmopolitan 
capital

T he first time that I woke up in Berlin was at the Hotel 
Weinmeister. It was a chilly October morning and I had 
just arrived on a plane from Toronto. I had a backpack and 
one friend in the city. Like hundreds of other expats who 

arrived that day, I had summoned the courage to restart my life in 
the German capital. I picked up the phone and started searching 
for an apartment. My hotel window overlooked the busy central 
district of Mitte, which has still retained a sense of ruggedness from 
its former years. Looking out, I noticed that everyone was dressed 
stylishly. I wasn’t used to this, but I found myself drawn to the sight.
	 Berlin attracts foreigners, specifically creative types. Models, 
actors, artists and journalists come here to step up their game. 
Looking to break through the “glass ceiling” of their hometowns, 
they arrive in a city that offers bigger opportunities and a wider 
network as well as inexpensive art studios and housing. The trick 
is to continue one’s international business while based in Berlin. 
World-renowned artists like Ólafur Elíasson, Daniel Richter and 
Katharina Grosse work from studios in the city and have successfully 
used Berlin as a springboard for their sparkling creative careers.

	 As the largest city in Germany and with a population of 
3.5 million, Berlin is much more than the Wall that divided 
it for nearly 30 years. Since Germany’s reunification in 1990, 
the German capital has come to be known as the “New York 
of Europe,” full of cosy bars and warehouse clubs for all-night 
clubbers. If you happen to be an early bird (a rarity in this city), 
then many other curiosities line the lively streets, ranging from 
cute cafés to public park karaoke. 
	 This cosmopolitan culture capital hosts many regular 
events, including the bi-annual fashion week and the famous 
Berlinale Film Festival. The city is home to over 2000 galleries 
and 200 museums, with pockets of culture from the west end 
of Charlottenburg to the east side of Friedrichshain. There 
are countless ways to spend your days in this sprawling, 
architecturally-diverse metropolis, which is filled with 
neoclassical masterpieces, many of them reconstructed after 
the Second World War. One third of Berlin is covered by leafy 
parks, gardens and waterways, including the noodle-shaped 
River Spree.

Vibrant Mitte
Back in the 1990s after the fall of the Berlin Wall, 
Mitte was a hub for squatting anarchists. This part of 
the city centre was run down at the time, but soon 
after, the techno scene gave birth to a remarkable 
alternative culture. A must-visit in Mitte is the TV 
Tower (Panoramastraße 1A), an icon in the heart of 
Alexanderplatz. Completed in 1969, it remains the 
tallest structure in Germany. For a stunning view of 
landmarks like Tiergarten, the Victory Column and the 
Red Town Hall, catch a 40-second elevator trip to the 
top, where a bar and restaurant also operate.
	 On the main strip of Torstraβe you will come across 
the trendy Odessa Bar, concept shops and eateries. 
Check out 3 Minutes sur Mer (Torstraße 167), a French 
restaurant that serves a plat du jour with soup and 
dessert.
	 Catch up on your e-mail at the St. Oberholz Café, 
which provides free Wi-Fi. The Absinth Depot Berlin 
(Weinmeisterstraße 4) offers over 100 types of absinth 
along with absinth chocolate, literature and gift sets. 
Its owner recommends the Hausmarke bitter, a local 
fruity flavour.
	 If you prefer cosy sofas, then head for Das Stue, an 
upscale bar set in a luxury boutique hotel of the same 
name in what was previously the Danish embassy. The 
bar’s drinks card features 1920s-inspired cocktails and 
over 400 German and Spanish wines.
	 For the ultimate selfie, the Brandenburg Gate offers 
a picturesque view. Restored in 2002, it is only steps 
away from boutiques on Friedrichstraβe, where the 

Quartier 207 department store was opened in 1997 
by Anne Maria Jagdfeld. She well and truly brought 
cosmopolitan shopping to Berlin. Among other things, 
the store sells colourful nail polish by Uslu Airlines and 
hosts boutiques by Louis Vuitton, Gina Tricot and many 
other brands.
	 Checkpoint Charlie, the former crossing point 
between East and West, is now the site of the 
Checkpoint Charlie Museum, which showcases non-
violent protest exhibitions including objects belonging 
to assassinated Indian leader Mohandas Ghandi, letters, 
video footage and more.
	 Be sure to visit the Museum for Communication 
Berlin. Built in 1872 as the world’s first postal museum, 
it houses exemplars of the famed blue and red 
Mauritius stamps dating from 1847, which are among 
the most expensive postage stamps in the world. Learn 
about the sphere of telecommunications and don’t 
miss the incredible TV collection.
	 If you’re heading north of Mitte, then seek out the 
trendy district of Prenzlauer Berg. The fashion-friendly 
Kastanienallee is home to Die Schule, a classic German 
restaurant which offers traditional Schnitzel alongside 
tasty vegetarian options like Spätzle. 
	 During the weekends, Berlin’s historical Mauerpark, 
which was once part of the Wall, is home to a 
popular Sunday flea market, with sellers hawking an 
assortment of vinyl records, antiques, bikes and East 
German memorabilia from the crack of dawn. Join 
in the applause for the Bearpit Karaoke Show in a 
stone amphitheatre.

Trendy neighbourhoods
Continue west to the 
upscale neighbourhood of 
Charlottenburg, which is 
getting its groove back. Once 
a hangout for David Bowie 

and Iggy Pop in the 1970s, it 
hosts an array of patisseries 
and boutiques. Right beside 
the historical Zoo Palast cinema 
is the Bikini Berlin concept 
mall. Instead of the usual 

November 26 until May of 
next year, a new exhibition will 
feature 200 photos of fashion 
icons, nudes and portraits 
(including Sigourney Weaver) 
taken by Newton, half of these 
never before displayed in Berlin.
	 Those who are fond of exotic 
tea should visit Paper & Tea 
(Bleibtreustrasse 4), a museum-
like specialty tea shop that 
offers high-end teas from 
China, Korea and Taiwan in an 
open-concept store. Don’t miss 
the tasting stations where you 
can sip before you buy. 
	 If you prefer coffee, then the 
Café Einstein (Kürfürstenstraße 
58) serves stellar cappuccino. 
This spacious hideaway is 
located in a former secret 
gambling club from the Weimar 
Republic. Try the Einstein 
breakfast with salmon. For a 
view of opulent extravagance, 
the Charlottenburg Palace is the 
only surviving royal residence 
dating back to the time of the 
Hohenzollern family, which 
once ruled the German Empire. 

	 While Berlin’s high culture 
is world-renowned, so is 
its underground. The best 
of this semi-secret Berlin 
includes hidden bars, 
restaurants and other venues 
like the Tausend cocktail bar 
(Schiffbauerdamm 11), which 
stands behind a nondescript 
steel door on the Spree. At the 
Clärchens Ballhaus, a 1920s-style 
restaurant, climb further 
upstairs to find a secret venue 
called the Spiegelsaal (Mirror 
Hall). Untouched from the 
Wilhelminian era, this historic 
venue hosts a Pasta Opera and 
candlelit concertos.
	 Speaking of exclusive 
venues, the Boros Collection 
of artworks belonging to 
advertising executive Christian 
Boros is housed in an old 
wartime bunker that can be 
visited by appointment only. 
Here you will find pieces by 
former members of the Young 
British Artists movement, 
including Damien Hirst and 
Sarah Lucas. 

The legendary Berlin-born 
photographer Helmut Newton shot stylish 
and erotic black-and-white photos for 
Vogue and Harper’s Bazaar
mall brands, this is where one 
can get Comme des Garçons 
cologne or the latest from 
Berlin designer Anna Kraft.
	 Some shops in the mall are 
temporary pop-up ventures 
that do business for a few 
months at a time. They can 
be found in the 19 Bikini Berlin 
“boxes” or wooden stalls 
designed by the Munich 
architecture firm Hild und 
K. Among the independent 
businesses currently featured 
is the Glamoury Pharmacy hair 
and beauty salon, while the 
Edsor Berlin collection sells 
handmade ties, pocket squares 
and scarves.
	 Want to see the baboons 
of the Berlin Zoo? The rooftop 
terrace at Bikini Berlin offers an 
overhead view. At the garden 
level, the Gestalten café and 

bookshop sells art magazines, 
home accessories and its own 
line of books, including the 
Monocle Guide to Good Business, 
whose editors were on hand 
to sign book copies here last 
month. Pegged next to the 
mall, you can’t miss the 25hours 
Hotel, which is a neighbouring 
skyscraper. Its rooftop 
Polynesian-style Monkey Bar 
(Budapester Strasse 40) offers a 
magical city view.
	 Just down the street is the 
Helmut Newton Foundation 
(Jebensstraβe 2), which pays 
homage to the legendary 
Berlin-born photographer. 
Newton shot stylish and erotic 
black-and-white photos for 
Vogue and Harper’s Bazaar. His 
portraits of Madonna, David 
Bowie and Marilyn Monroe 
are regarded as classics. From

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Diverse arts scene
The arts scene in Berlin is vast 
and diverse. In the southeastern 
neighbourhood of Neukölln, the 
multi-purpose KINDL Centre for 
Contemporary Art occupies the old 
Berliner Kindl beer brewery, where it 
hosts pop-up theatre performances, 
exhibitions and even the odd 
rave party. Artists there have truly 
settled into a newfound bohemian 
art scene. 
	 Over in the former border zone 
of Mitte, the Neu West Berlin venue 
at Köpenicker Straβe is a prime 
example of how artist-converted 
spaces breathe new life into the city. 
Co-founder Matthias Crause helped 
take over this former office building, 
which had been used by the Free 
German Youth movement of the 
GDR. Now, it’s a one-year pop-up 
that opened in April. The eighth 
floor is home to a reservation-only 
restaurant called Flo Inc., which 
specialises in contemporary Swiss 
fare. On a recent evening, chef 
Chris Eckert served Kürbis Rösti 
with salmon and a soup with 
Alpine herbs.
	 The main floor of the building 
is home to a shop called Urban 

Industrial, which salvages 
historic furniture and light 
fixtures. Old subway clocks and 
traditional Bauhaus-style lamps 
are sold alongside pre- and 
postwar lamps. In the backyard, 
pieces of the Berlin Wall are 
lined up and showcased as an 
open-air museum.
	 In the nearby district of 
Kreuzberg, the lively bar and 
nightlife scene is rich with Turkish 
culture. Deep in the heart of the 
Gorlitzer Park area you will find 
Vögelchen, an established bar and 
café decorated with vintage keys, 
old photographs and a classic 
typewriter. Try the chocolate cake 
paired with hazelnut schnapps 
while soaking in an acoustic show 
in the evening. 
	 For a lively night, start off at the 
Michelberger Hotel, which has a 
stylish lobby bar. Its houseblend 
drink is based on old German 
recipes. DJs spin everything from 
old disco to new techno under 
lamps that are crafted from 
shredded magazine pages. Once 
you get warmed up, the Kreuzberg 
clubs are a short walk away on 
Revaler Straβe. 
	 The Club der Visionaere is 
located on the edge of Berlin’s 
400 kilometre-long river, the 
Spree. Dance on the multicolour 
dance floor and meet locals on 
the riverside patio. If you make 
it until sunrise, then the view 
is spectacular.
	 Kreuzberg is also a hub for 
young entrepreneurs and the 
much-hyped Berlin startup 
scene. The weekly Betabreakfast 
brings together the local 
startup community at Betahaus 
(Prinzessinnenstraße 19-20), a 
popular co-working space. With 
free Wi-Fi, superb Americanos 
and fresh croissants, this is a good 
place to meet new faces. 
	 For sweets, the Kadó 
(Graefestraße 20) liquorice shop 
flaunts hundreds of different kinds 
of liquorice in charming glass jars, 
from Norway to Germany.

For fashion, Purwin & Radczun is a studio 
devoted to bringing back the traditional 
craftsmanship of bespoke tailoring. 
At Tempelhofer Ufer, tailors create 
custom-made coats and suits with over 
5,000 fabrics from the UK and Italy.
	 For haute couture, see the Mercedes-
Benz Berlin Fashion Week next January. 
Star-studded runways showcase designers 
from Berlin and beyond displaying the 
latest designer trends. French-Austrian 
designer Marina Hoermanseder stole the 
show at the event this summer. A former 
intern of Alexander McQueen, her main 
inspiration is 18th-century orthopaedic 
medical gear. She has already drawn the 
attention of Lady Gaga, Eve and Peaches. 
	 While the Milan, Paris and New York 
fashion weeks showcase big names, it’s 
refreshing to see something eclectic 
on runways in this city. That’s what sets 
experimental Berlin’s apart. Here, the 
runway is a place for playful creations.
	 For architecture buffs, the Tchoban 
Foundation Museum for Architectural 
Drawing shows how buildings evolve 
from drawings that have sometimes 
even been made on the back of a napkin. 
The founder of the museum, Russian 
architect Sergei Tchoban, has previously 
displayed the architectural drawings of 
Zaha Hadid, Daniel Libeskind and David 
Chipperfield. Tchoban says architecture 
drawing is still alive, even in the digital era.  
The current exhibition (on until February) 
looks into elegant, 18th-century ground 
plans of Parisian hotels. 
	 If you are interested in what Berlin’s 
inhabitants have to say, then a growing 
trend among the city’s blogerazzi is local 
travel books. Slow Travel Berlin released a 
book this year called 100 Favourite Places, 
citing the most exciting places in the city, 
even to locals. This fall, the great minds 
behind the Cee Cee Berlin lifestyle blog 
are releasing a best-of edition of their 
newsletter, which has been coming out 
for three years. 
	 Speaking of favourites, be sure not 
to miss The Shit Shop (Rückerstraße 10), 
which was co-founded by Berlin-based 
model and former blogger Bonnie 
Strange, who is known for her flaming 
orange hair and eclectic sense of style. 
This up-and-coming boutique is more

than just “another regular fashion store.” You 
will walk in to the sound of trashy music 
and come across items by Jeffrey Campbell 
as well as cheeky sweaters designed by 
Strange herself for The Shit Collection. 
Choose from slogans like “My Body, 
My Rules” (on women’s clothing items) or 
“Boy Toy” (on men’s sweatshirts).  
	 Even though there has been controversy 
around home rental services like airBnB 
in Germany, you can have a cosy stay at 
the Gorki Apartments in Mitte. This winter, 
they’re celebrating their first anniversary. 
The complex has 34 individually 
designed hotel-like apartments (and two 
penthouses) that will please design buffs. 

Ease into a chair by British designer Tom 
Dixon and write a postcard on a desk 
by German design icon Egon Eiermann, 
then spin around the city on a Finnish 
bike by Pelago. These classic pieces are 
all put together with a Berlin touch and 
complemented with vintage finds from 
local flea markets. 
	 You can stay at the apartments from 
one night to six months, in case you fall in 
love with the city and decide not to leave. 
Of course, I can only speak for myself. Four 
years later, I’m still in Berlin. Naturally, there 
have been ups and downs, but one thing 
remains – my curiosity of the city. Berlin has 
a distinct beauty that never fades. BO

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T he English county of Nottinghamshire is 
steeped in history and legend. From the 
famous Robin Hood to numerous kings and 
lords, many have traversed and left their mark. 

Today’s visitors can get there much faster than the 
horses and carriages of medieval times, and our easterly 
starting point of Newark-on-Trent is only one hour and 
15 minutes by train from London’s King’s Cross station. 
	 The bustling market town of Newark brims with tales 
from yesteryear, and it has played a notable part in two 
of the most significant wars in English history. During 
the Wars of the Roses (1455-1487), King Edward IV of 
England passed through the town en route to battle 
the wearers of the Red (Lancastrian) Rose gathered at 
Doncaster. Some two centuries later, Newark became a 
Royalist stronghold during the English Civil War (1642-
1651) and it was here that King Charles I surrendered 
to the Scots in 1646. He was later put on trial by the 
English parliament and executed. The town castle still 
bears the scars of that conflict and is a must-see, its 
three dungeons providing a dark and claustrophobic 

reminder of the country’s sometimes violent past. 
In 2015, Newark plans to open a National Civil War 
Museum devoted to this key event in English history. 
	 One of the most striking things about Newark-on-
Trent is the large number of independent retailers and 
restaurants, giving the high street a more bespoke 
nature than in other market towns of a similar size. 
Known as a foodie’s paradise, Newark has restaurants 
that cater to all appetites and budgets. Our first 
culinary stop was at Gannet’s Day Café, a family-owned 
bistro housed in an elegant Georgian building near the 
castle. It serves organic, locally sourced produce and a 
seasonal menu.  The choice was plentiful, the service 
friendly and the ingredients super fresh. 
	 Locally sourced food is a feature of many of the 
restaurants that we visited, reflecting a pride in the 
specialties and delicacies of the region. Our next 
destination was G.H. Porter Provisions, a smokehouse 
and delicatessen dating from 1890. There we were 
greeted by a fine selection of regional produce, 
including cured, unsmoked and smoked meat. We

The taste of legends 
Baltic Outlook journalists Natali

feasted our eyes on the traditional stuffed 
chine dish (cured pork with parsley), 
haslet, Poacher cheeses smoked on site 
in a traditional basement smokehouse, 
locally sourced black pudding, sausages, 
ham, bacon, pork pies and preserves, 
not to mention an encyclopaedic range 
of specialist coffees, teas and tobacco 
products from around the world, ground to 
the customer’s specifications on the spot. 
	 The emphasis on the bespoke and 
traditional runs at the heart of the business, 
which uses a traditional meat cutter and 
a 1950s coffee roaster. We toured the 
basement smokehouse and gained a 
unique insight into the production process. 
In the building above the smokehouse, the 
famous poet Lord Byron printed some of 
his first works. 
	 Just a short walk away is Stray’s Coffee 
House and Bookshop, another family-run 
business with an emphasis on top-quality 
food and drink at fair prices. Its renowned 
head chef Warren Jones has cooked for 
royalty and celebrities. As we perused the 
menu over afternoon coffee and cake to 
the strains of jazz music (the place also 
hosts jazz events), we felt that this was the 
perfect place to relax after a packed day.  
Following a leisurely walk along the canal – 
a key part of the region’s industrial past – 
we headed at dusk for our final culinary 
experience of the day. 
	 The Danube Café & Restaurant is a curio 
of the Newark restaurant scene. Mixing 
central and southeastern European food 
with locally sourced ingredients has proven 
to be a successful concept. The service was 
excellent, the food beautifully presented 
and delicious (the rare Transylvanian 
steak was cooked to perfection), and the 
selection of Central European wines and 
beers was extensive.  
	 As night fell, we took a short taxi 
ride to the award-winning four-star 
Kellam House Hotel, an early 20th-century 
Edwardian manor house set in 3.5 ha of 
grounds and just a short taxi ride from the 
centre of town.  
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parts of the region is no longer in existence. We also 
visited the Southwell Workhouse, a place where poor 
people laboured in often harsh conditions in exchange 
for shelter. It is the only institution of its kind to survive 
fully intact from that period. 
	 After a long walk, it was time to rest and try some 
local delicacies at the Clock House café and tea house 
in Upton, which is within walking distance of the 
workhouse or just a short taxi ride away. Acclaimed 

head chef Edward Halls boasts many years of 
experience working in Michelin-star restaurants and 
as a private chef at Kensington Palace. Now he serves 
delicious afternoon teas and wonderful homemade 
lunches, all made from locally sourced food. 
	 Halls’ specialty is baked dishes. Sitting outside in 
the café’s garden surrounded by Bramley apple trees, 
we chose the caramelised Bramley apple (picked 
from these same trees!) and frangipane tart with 
clotted cream.  Next to the café, the British Horological 
Institute, housed in a building that dates back to the 
10th century, offers a wealth of information about 
clocks. Sadly, the institute is open to the public only a 
few times per year, including the two Sundays at the 
beginning and end of British Summertime, when the 

Lord Byron Southwell Minster

Apple country
We left Newark the next morning with the best 
of impressions and drove west for 20 minutes 
to Southwell, a bustling marketplace and foodie 
destination bursting with character.  Often referred to 
as the jewel of Nottinghamshire’s crown, this quaint 
little town on the edge of Sherwood Forest lives and 
breathes food with its multitude of shops selling 
organic bread, quality cheeses, homemade cakes and 
jams, free-range eggs and local honey.  
	 Our first stop was the impressive 12th-century 
Norman Southwell Minster with its unusual pepperpot 
spires, magnificent stained glass windows and world-
famous Leaves of Southwell stone carvings. Southwell 
Minster is said to be the best-kept secret among the 
country’s 42 English cathedrals.  Considerably damaged 
during the Civil War, it was restored extensively in 
the mid-19th century to become the Cathedral of 
Nottinghamshire. 
	 Next to the minster, the Archbishop’s Palace with 
its Sensory Gardens recently opened to the public 
following a 1.26-million-pound refurbishment from the 
Heritage Lottery Fund. This was the place where King 
Charles I spent his last night as a free man before being 
captured by the Scots. 
	 Aside from its colourful history, Southwell is also 
known as the home of the much-loved English Bramley 
cooking apple, first cultivated there over 200 years 
ago. According to legend, a local girl named Mary Ann 
Brailsford planted a few apple pips in her garden in 
1809, one of which grew to become the first Bramley 
apple tree.  The apple took its name after Matthew 
Bramley, a local butcher who bought the cottage and 
garden in 1846. 
	 Today, the original tree still bears fruit in a private 
garden on Church Street.  Dubbed “king of the cooking 
apples’’, the Bramley is loved throughout the world 
and boasts a particularly strong fan base in Japan.  
Britons consume more than 100 million Bramley apples 
per year in traditional apple pies and other dishes, in 
what is calculated to be an annual 50-million-pound 
industry. Every October, locals celebrate their love for 
their favourite apple with a Bramley Apple Festival. 
	 The best way to get to know the hidden history of 
this picturesque town is by going on a heritage walk. 
We went on a Bramley Apple Trail Walk that took us to 
Burgage Manor, the house where the aforementioned 
Lord Byron spent three years of his life lodging with his 
mother.  Sadly, the old train station that once played a 
significant role in transporting the local apples to other

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country’s clocks are accordingly set one hour forward 
and back again.

Modern meets traditional
Nottinghamshire brims with history and culinary 
traditions. Eager to experience both, we headed west 
to Nottingham, the county capital, which has been 
built on top of more than 400 man-made underground 
sandstone caves. Visitors can go on subterranean tours 
to discover how the caves were once used as tanneries, 
bomb shelters, dungeons, breweries and even homes. 
Here you will also find the Galleries of Justice Museum, 
the only one in Europe to boast an underground gaol 
dating back to the 18th century and considered to be 
one of the most haunted buildings in the UK.  Other 
secret underground passageways allegedly lead to the 
legendary Norman Nottingham Castle. 
	 However, our interests lay more above ground in the 
pubs and restaurants of this bustling city. We started 
at Delilah Fine Foods, an award-winning traditional 
delicatessen and tapas-style food bar in the heart of 
Nottingham. Sangita Tryner and her dedicated team 
of foodies give visitors the opportunity to taste and 
buy over 1000 different food products from around 
the world. Passion for food runs through the veins 
of this independent deli, which has been voted 
Best Deli-Café in Nottingham for four years running 
and Best Independent Deli in the UK by BBC Good 
Food Magazine. 
	 It is here that Sarah, Delilah’s cheesemonger 
extraordinaire, talked to us about Stilton, one of 
150 cheeses on sale at the deli. This quintessential 
English blue cheese, whose history goes back 
to the 18th century, bears its own EU-protected

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certification trademark, meaning that Stilton can be 
produced in dairies from only three English counties: 
Nottinghamshire, Derbyshire and Leicestershire. 
Stilton’s creamy, piquant flavour has rightfully earned 
it the title of King of English Cheeses. In 2014, it was 
crowned champion at the International Cheese 
Awards in Nantwich. 
	 In Nottinghamshire, cheeses such as the traditional 
Stilton and the Shropshire Blue are made by one 
of three major artisanal producers: Colston Bassett, 
Stichelton Dairy and Cropwell Bishop. Stichelton, a 
traditional raw milk blue cheese, is made on the 
Welbeck Estate in Worksop, which is known among 
foodies to be the heartland of English blue cheese. 
The estate houses one of the UK’s top ten farm shops, 
according to BBC Good Food.  Here, you can also find 
the School of Artisan Food, which, as Sarah explained, 
offers a wide range of cooking lessons to visitors and 
professionals alike, celebrating traditional cooking 
methods from cheese-making and cider-brewing to 
bread-baking. 
	 As with its cuisine and architecture, 
Nottinghamshire’s pubs and beer-brewing 
establishments offer a mix between the old and the 
new, where international novelties complement local 
traditions. The Castle Rock Brewery tour in Nottingham 
gives a fantastic insight into the process of ale-brewing. 
The brewery’s link with the past is further accentuated 
by a modern-day reincarnation of the local medieval 
hero Robin Hood, who conducts tours of the facilities, 
showing visitors the hops in the mash tun (the vat used 
for brewing) and the various types of barley used for 
the brewery’s award-winning ales, among other things. 
	 The centre of Nottingham is compact, walkable and 
home to notable bars. The Canal House -- which offers a 
wide selection of ales, international lagers and ciders -- 
actually features a canal with a boat inside its premises. 
Meanwhile, Ye Olde Trip to Jerusalem claims to be 
England’s oldest inn, dating from 1189, its name harking 
back to the age of the Crusades. With its glass-encased 
galleon and ‘fertility chair’ this establishment is a curio 
right under the shadow of the castle. 
	 After the brewery tour, we stopped at Ned Ludd’s, a 
gastropub and restaurant that pairs stunning, locally 
sourced artisanal food with finely crafted beers, ales 
and ciders. Keen on trying something local, we went for 
the Nottingham pie, a beef brisket with creamy mash 
and Stilton cheese; and the Homity pie made from 
potato, leak and local Colwick cheese in cider cream. 
We paired our food with Ned Ludd’s signature drink,

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Starkey’s Bramley Apple Martini (rum and vodka with 
Starkey’s Bramley Apple puree and apple juice topped 
with vanilla cream and crumble garnish.) The cocktail, 
which you can only find here, has been featured at 
VisitEngland’s Tourism Week and has represented 
Nottingham all the way to Frankfurt.
	 Our last culinary adventure of the day was at 
MemSaab, voted Best Indian Restaurant in Nottingham 
for several years in a row and ranked amongst the top 
three Indian restaurants in the country according to 
the Sunday Times. We were in for a real treat. Friendly 
and welcoming, with dishes cooked to perfection, 
MemSaab was a truly sensory dining experience.  We 
chose the signature tandoori ostrich as a starter – a 
delicious dish made from locally farmed free-range 
ostrich fillet infused with garlic and red chilli.  
	 We ended the day by staying at the independent 
boutique St. James Hotel, recently refurbished to 
resemble the luxurious grand palazzos of Venice 
and only a stone’s throw away from the castle.  
Nottinghamshire, like a good lesser-known book, is 
an understated gem waiting to be discovered. BO

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transmission may take some time to adjust and equate the rising 
revs with the need for speed. Luckily, once you have reached the 
desired speed, the NX does a good job at maintaining it. 
	 You’re unlikely to get any fuel economy benefit from the hybrid 
system while cruising at high speed. The city traffic is where hybrids 
show their advantage over diesel and petrol-powered cars. The 
NX300h is a very good example – it is quieter and can travel in traffic 
jams using only electrical power. 
	 The NX does a reasonable job of staying flat in corners, too, 
provided that you’re travelling at a sensible speed. While F Sport 
versions get firmer dampers, the ride didn’t seem any harsher on 
smooth Austrian roads. The steering is accurate enough to make the 
NX an easy drive. It will get you comfortably from A to B, but those 
seeking a sporty SUV should probably look elsewhere.

What’s it like inside? 
While the cabin is big enough for four adults, three grown-ups will 
need to know each other well if they’re to spend any amount of 
time in the rear seats, as the middle seat is tiny. 
	 Up front, the fascia feels beautifully screwed together and built 
to last forever. Lexus clearly doesn’t believe in the recent trend for 
simplification, with buttons scattered right across the dashboard. 
This can make the dashboard confusing to use at first, but it 
certainly looks expensive and hi-tech. 
	 Lexus is famous for lavish equipment and the NX is no exception. 
Besides dual-zone climate control, adaptive cruise control and a 
pre-crash safety system that is standard on most versions, other 
extras are available. Take the wireless charger for mobile phones, 
for instance, and the bird’s-eye view option that helps monitor 
the surroundings when parking in tight spaces. In general, the 
equipment list is quite impressive and there are enough options to 
make some competitors look shy, especially if you look at the pricing. 
	 The boot is respectable, at 475 litres with the rear seats in place 
and 1520 with them folded down. Those figures are only slightly shy 
of an X3’s capacity, with more than enough room for a small family’s 
luggage or a huge weekly shop.

What’s it like to drive?
The NX300h’s hybrid powertrain is Lexus’ best effort yet. Driven in a 
relaxed manner around town, the NX has enough electric power for 
smooth silent progress and a sufficiently punchy response to nip 
out at roundabouts. 
	 It’s a bit compromised on the open road, however, because any 
attempt to whip the NX up to higher speed in a hurry just isn’t what 
one could expect. The primary culprit is the e-CVT transmission; 
it’s absolutely fine in relaxed use, but when you try to rush it along 
it has no option but to send the revs skyrocketing. Therefore, the 

D esign. That is the main selling point of the new NX 
crossover, according to its maker, the Japanese company 
Lexus, which has just launched the NX300h to build on 
the success of its larger SUV mate, the RX. 

	 We had the chance to be among the first to test drive the NX300h 
in and around the Austrian capital Vienna.  It is a hybrid, mixing an 
electric motor with a 2.5-litre petrol engine and a CVT automatic 
transmission. The entry-level edition is front-wheel drive only, but 
the rest of the line-up is four-wheel drive. A turbo petrol edition will 
also appear in 2015. 

Should I buy one?
The NX300h is a fresh breeze of air in the crowded crossover 
and SUV market. It has its own distinctive personality in 
terms of design and can make life difficult for those trying 
to choose between the Range Rover Evoque, Audi Q5 and 
Lexus NX. 
	 Prices in the Baltics start at around 43,000 euros, which is 
really competitive compared to rival diesels and taking into 
account the equipment that is included. Lexus’ hard-earned 
reliability record should apply to the newcomer as well. We 
wouldn’t hesitate if we wanted a crossover to get noticed 
and to be noticed in it. The question is, would you? BO

Beach Hotel and Royal dent
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On the corner of Antonijas and Dzirnavu iela 
in Riga’s so-called Quiet Centre stands an 
elegant Art Nouveau building.  Designed by 
architect Augusts Vite and completed in 1910, 

it is a typical example of early 20th-century architecture in Latvia. 
Although its austere façade has not been adorned with decorative 
elements, the yellow-beige six-storey building looks imposing 
nonetheless, due to its size.

	 The street’s current residents like to call it Gourmet Street, and 
for good reason.  The ground floors of several buildings are home 
to various cafés, restaurants and wine studios, and Antonijas iela 
13 is no exception, its Art Nouveau architecture being tastefully 
complemented by the Mediterranean atmosphere at the popular 
Riviera restaurant and the modern interior of the VinoMetr wine bar.
	 For a long time, the imposing edifice at Antonijas ielā 13 housed 
a number of venerable educational establishments. Among the 
influential and wealthy people who frequented the building was 
teacher and schoolmaster Ludmila Tailova. Born into a merchant 
family from Jelgava, she was an outstanding individual who 
devoted her life to the field of education. In 1902, she founded and 
led one of the best Russian-language secondary schools for girls 
in the Baltics. The school relocated in 1911 to the current building 
at Antonijas ielā 13, which was specially commissioned to house 
the educational establishment. Employing a staff of 40 teachers, 
the school was attended by more than 500 girls, including Marta 
Liepiņa-Skulme, the first female professional Latvian sculptor, who 
graduated in 1912. 
	 Following the Soviet occupation of Latvia in 1940, the school was 
reoriented to serve industrial production needs. Later the building 
housed the School of Practical Aesthetics and finally the Jāzeps 
Mediņš Riga Music Secondary School.
	 For many years, music rang out through the halls of the 
esteemed school, which spawned a number of talented individuals, 
including conductor Andris Poga, singer Linda Leen, opera soloist 
Elīna Šimkus and Latvian Voices singer Laura Jēkabsone. Although 
the music school was actually housed in two separate buildings 
(the other one being on Skolas iela), choir conducting student 
Jēkabsone saw the branch on Antonijas iela as the heart and soul of 
the establishment.
	 “I have particularly fond memories of two rooms in the building,” 
she says. “One was classroom number 54. It may have been one 
of the smallest classrooms in the world, as it had room for only 
a piano and a single chair. However, during the exam sessions at 
least six students managed to squeeze into it. The other room was 
the cloakroom, which pulsated with life and activity. Since there 
were no electronic social media at the time, the cloakroom was the 
place where we learned about the latest gossip and got to know

a building with an illustrious past

In 1944, the street was rechristened Antonijas iela, which is the 
name that it has retained to this day.

traditional Japanese soup-like noodle 
dish. Gurjanovs has gone out of his way to 
perfect his ramen preparation technique 
and learnt this trade from Japanese master 
chef Kanji Furukawa (also known as Ramen 
Boss) at the Shoryu Ramen restaurant in 
London, which was recently recommended 
in the Michelin Guide 2014. 
	 Planeta Riga is the only place in the 
Latvian capital where genuine, true-
to-tradition ramen can be tasted. Even 
seasoned travellers and foodies of 
Japanese origin have admitted that Planeta 
Riga has the best ramen that they’ve tried 
outside of their home country. The dish 
consists of  pork broth, special ramen egg 
noodles, pork marinated in a special way, 
marinated Nitamago egg and miso paste 
sauce, which adds a distinctive flavour to 
the whole dish.

Salmon and cream cheese are 
the most popular fillings, but just to add a 
little more class, you can try Moto Hagio – 
the avocado-wrapped salmon and cream 
cheese maki with Japanese mayonnaise, 
Unagi sauce and flying fish roe. 
	 No less tasty are hot rolls – a perfect 
antidote to the cool weather outside. Among 
the most popular dishes is the elegant 
Hamanishi Maki – warm rolls in tempura with 
smoked eel, prawns, cream cheese, avocado 
and mild nut sauce.
In the dessert section Planeta Riga offers 
the Asian Planeta Sphere – a chocolate 
sphere that the skilled chef has filled with 
homemade ginger ice cream, cashew nuts 
and blueberries. When hot chocolate is 
poured over it, the sphere opens up like a 
lotus blossom. Sounds irresistible, right?
	 The mouth-watering menu aside, an 
immediate visual appeal comes from the 
beautiful and unique tableware created by 
artist Bārbala Gulbe. It contributes greatly to 
the elegant and unforgettable experience 
at Planeta Riga. Thus, whether you come for 
the authenticity, tradition and expertise or 
just to relax, share and enjoy, Planeta Riga is 
ready to serve you and your companions.

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Taste the 
wilderness

Y ou might not have 
noticed, and you 
might be happy you 
haven’t, but there are 

still bears roaming freely (well, 
sneaking around is more like 
it) in some forests in Latvia. 
Roberts Smilga, the head 
chef at the 1221 restaurant in 
Old Riga, spends his precious 
free-from-the-kitchen hours 
at a countryside haven near 
Salacgrīva in the north of the 
country. He chanced upon a 
bear walking around stealthily 
in his back garden one beautiful 
autumn afternoon. After the 
initial scare (it’s a bear, after 
all!), Smilga’s chef’s mindset got 
into gear – something that he 
doesn’t turn off just because 
he’s not at work! I think you 
know what I’m getting at…
	 The vague notion of serving 
bear came closer to fruition in 
Estonia, when Smilga visited 
the Troika restaurant in Tallinn. 
That’s where he got his taste 
of genuine bear meat, which 
“tasted like nothing I’ve ever 
tried before.” You won’t hear 
such words often from a chef for 
whom most foods are a ‘been 
there, done that’ matter.  
	 As Smilga dined on the large 
beast, which was served in a 
dish similar to stroganoff, he 
hatched an idea of how the 
‘Bear of 1221’ would be cooked. 
He’s not giving all the details 
away, but as bear meat has a 
powerful earthy flavour, Smilga 

believes that the dressing 
should be no less potent. “I’m 
thinking of putting the bear in a 
brandy sauce,” he reveals. 
Adventurous diners are eagerly 
anticipating the upcoming 
addition to the menu, 
which already features such 
unconventional dishes like 
horsemeat, pigeon and venison. 
	 “I feel much luckier than a 
film director or an artist. Once 
they have created their works, 
these are set for posterity and 
will never change. But when I 
create a dish, I know that I will 
have a number of opportunities 
to adjust the details and perfect 
it,” says Smilga. He goes gently 
on the most popular classics, 
however, since introducing 
radical changes might not 
go down so well with their 
biggest fans. 
	 “In many cases I look for even 
higher-quality base ingredients. 
These might differ from the 
previous ones by only a fraction, 
but I consider striving for 
perfection a must,” he says.
	 Oh, and those who regularly 
visit 1221 to dine on its steak, 
aged for 28 days, are in for a 
special new treat: this meaty 
dish will soon be served on a 
Himalayan salt block, meaning 
that patrons can rub their steak 
into the salt block to acquire 
just the perfect hint of saltiness 
around the edges – an elegant 
and fun twist to an already 
outstanding meal. BO

Vest, Riga
What’s all the fuss about?
When I walked down Stabu 
iela, looking for the place 
where the street starts before 
fusing into Hanzas iela, I almost 
missed the restaurant I was 
looking for. Vest has inhabited 
an unpretentious barnlike 
house without so much as 
a name sign on the door. 
However, once you open this 
door, a lively scene unfolds. 
The name is significant to the 
owners and resonates with 
the vibe of this spot. ‘Vest’ 
means ‘to lead’ in Latvian, 
and the owners also seem to 
have gotten a kick out of the 
wordplay with the English word 
‘West’. The wooden furniture 
brings Clint Eastwood movies, 
ranches and taverns to mind, 
with lively evenings being a 
regular feature at this cosy 
small-town epicentre. 
	 Everyone at Vest seems to 
know the owners and each 
other. If you chat with the 
founders of this establishment 
for a couple of minutes, you 
realise that they live and 
breathe for their nursling. 
One might consider them 
to be a biological extension 
of this almost romantic 
candle-lit tap-house. 

	 The owners are still 
learning the ropes – the latte 
might arrive a bit late (well, 
Friday evenings are hectic 
everywhere!) and the fire alarm 
might go off, and you only get 
table service if… I still haven’t 
figured it out, but I think it’s 
more or less self-service at 
the moment. However, this is 
definitely not a canteen where 
the quality of food and drinks 
are concerned, and despite the 
unintentional lapses in service, 
the owners’ sincerity works 
positively to create a ‘feeling at 
home’ factor.
	 Before they took over 
the premises, a Georgian 
restaurant had been dwelling 
within these walls. To the 
current owners’ surprise, the 
decently-sized space had 
been divided into smaller 
compartments and suspended 
ceilings had been installed 
everywhere. “We took it all 
down,” Ingemārs, one of the 
owners says, “and couldn’t 
believe our luck. A wide open 
space and high ceilings – that’s 
every restaurant owner’s dream 
come true!” 
	 Good drinks are what 
Ingemārs swears by, coming 
from what he calls a ‘coffee 
background’. “High quality craft 

beer, good wines, coffees and 
tea,” he counts, adding that 
both the alcoholic and non-
alcoholic cocktails are worth 
looking into. 
	 “But we’re simple, really,” 
he continues. “Eat, drink 
and laugh – that’s what we 
encourage and that’s what 
we go by.” They’re ‘leading’ 
towards it, I guess!
	 Although you won’t be 
choosing from heaps of 
dishes, you will eat just fine. 
The venison is there to ‘class 
up’ the burger and they do 
massive stuffed potatoes 
straight from the stove, 
adding to the ‘taste of home’ 
factor. The daily soup will 
be pumpkin, pea or local 
mushroom, and the owners 
swear by the divinity of their 
reasonably healthy-looking 
tarts. This establishment 
may not be everyone’s cup 
of tea, but then again, it’s 
acquired both a personality 
and a decent following within 
a very short time. Will you 
follow the lead?

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Locale, Riga
The golden mean
Although Locale might seem to be 
a little bit too ‘white gloves’ at first, 
it nevertheless gives off a vibe of 
playfulness as well – not of the kind 
that you might find in some of the 
‘come Friday night and we become 
a bar’ establishments elsewhere 
in the Old Town, but the place 
really is not as stiff as the starchy 
tablecloths might indicate. 
	 There are three levels to the 
restaurant – a dining space, a bar 
(which they call the ‘wine library’) 
and a confectionery on the ground 
level, with other refined seating 
areas on the top floors. The staff 
refer to the partially separated 
area as the ‘winter garden’, while 
the basement area for food 
workshops and private parties 
of up to 14 people is quite cosy. 
They haven’t yet made the foodie 
seminars a weekly thing, but these 
are supposedly good fun, with 
Italian-born head chef Andrea 
Bressen heading the events. 
	 Although Bressen hails from 
the land of spaghetti and high 
fashion, Locale does not specialise 
in Italian cuisine. Rather, Locale 
refers to local or Latvian produce. 
Hence, rather than topping pizzas 
and pasta with foreign-made 
tomato paste, this restaurant serves 
modified Latvian dishes aiming at 
the ‘golden mean’, where local 
and foreign restaurant-goers will 
hopefully meet. 
	 For example, here you will find 
hummus made out of Latvian 
grey peas instead of the usual 
chickpeas and a bruschetta made 
with pickled herring, guacamole 

and pickled egg yolk. Latvia 
meets Italy halfway, so to 
speak. It gets even more 
Latvian (and partly Jewish!) 
with the forshmak of Latvian 
herring with green apple 
and red onion on Latvian 
rye bread toast. There is 
also a soothing Italian-style 
mozzarella di buffala with 
sweet tomatoes, basil and 
olive oil. In other words, 
you won’t be bored looking 
through this menu. 
	 Bressen says that he has 
spent a great deal of time 
looking through the offers 
of local goods providers, 

and it seems to have paid 
off. He also takes pride in 
the cocktail selection, which 
makes use of locally sourced 
berries and syrups made of 
rhubarb, quince and other 
ingredients. In addition, the 
wine list is pretty impressive. 
All in all, this is an enjoyable 
restaurant, as long as you 
don’t arrive expecting to 
be served straightforward 
Italian food!

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growth became a stable decline, so there 
was no sense in keeping a separate person 
for only one station. I was invited to join 
the team in Riga and five years ago I moved 
here. Step by step, I began to manage all 
of the stations outside of Riga, eventually 
becoming vice-president of outstations. 
Two years ago, I was offered the opportunity 
to step up into my current role of senior 
vice-president of ground operations.

What are you working on now?
We are planning to offer an improved 
web check-in for passengers starting from 
January 1. It will be easier to use, with less 
steps to take before you get your boarding 
pass. Additional product purchases will also 
be available. We are already offering our 
passengers the opportunity to purchase 
their meals before the flight, which was not 
the case before. Now you can also buy the 
seat beside you for extra comfort.
	 Previously the process was very limited; 
either you bought these extra services when 
booking your ticket or during your flight. 
We had a pretty big gap between those two 
stages so we are trying to close it and offer 
more products through the web check-in, 
which begins 72 hours before the flight 
departure. We want to be flexible and offer 
our passengers whatever they need during 
the flight. Passengers should be able to 
create their own travel experience the way 
they want it. This is a bit of a low-cost airline 
influence, but we want to be flexible. 
	 For example, before, you could only buy 
certain set packages of our products or 
services, but not all passengers wanted to 
do that. If I want an extra seat or meal, then 
I can now buy it. If I decide that I want to 
check in one more bag, then I can do this 
during the web check-in. We are becoming 
much more flexible, because we can offer 
more products at almost any time that the 
passenger wants. 

Are people keen to create their own 
travel experience?
So far, things have been going well. We see 
that people are keen to buy our products 
if they see value in them. If you offer these 

products at the right time, then it works. 
This is a learning process for me as well 
in trying to find the appropriate products 
for our passengers. It is not always easy 
to offer new things in the airline business, 
as there are so many limitations and 
restrictions. Then we have to find the right 
way to deliver these products as well. In 
order for the system to work perfectly, 
everyone – including the agents and cabin 
crew – should know what each passenger 
has ordered. Implementing such a system 
can be difficult and take a lot of time. We 
are continually trying to create valuable 
products and improve our service.

How have passengers’ travel habits 
changed since you began working in the 
aviation industry?
When I still was a check-in agent, it was 
a luxury to travel by plane. There were a 
lot of people in suits and ties, so things 
were different in that respect. During the 
17 years that I have been in the business, 
the scene has changed completely and now 
air travel is more like bus travel. When I was 
a student, for example, I could not imagine 
taking a flight to Mallorca for USD 30. At 
that time, I could only afford a bus ride or to 
travel by car. 
	 Nowadays flying is so flexible and easy. 
Low-cost airlines have changed the aviation 
business by making flying accessible for 
everybody. Some of those who have worked 
in aviation a lot longer than me might find it 
hard to adapt and change their mindset, but 
on the other hand, we work for our clients 
and have to serve them. 

Do you have a favourite destination?
I became a father five months ago to a 
beautiful baby boy. My wife and I used to 
travel a lot – to the U.S., Malaysia, Iceland 
and Thailand, for example. Nowadays we 

prefer only airBaltic destinations. A few 
weeks ago we went to Sardinia. We really 
enjoyed that. The direct flight was so 
convenient. Our baby was calm and slept 
most of the time. We were a bit stressed 
about how everything would turn out, 
but it went really well. I wouldn’t say that 
I have one favourite destination. I simply 
like to travel with my family. In the summer 
I like to stay here because we have good 
weather and nice beaches with white sand. 
I like Liepaja’s beach on the west coast of 
Latvia and Nida in Lithuania. 
	 As a child I travelled a lot with my 
family to many places where Aeroflot flew 
within the Soviet Union, because it wasn’t 
very easy to travel abroad. We used to 
fly to eastern destinations in Azerbaijan, 
Georgia and Armenia. It has been so much 
fun for me to go back to these places and 
visit them again. Some cities have hardly 
changed at all, while others have changed 
completely. In my memories, Baku was 
like a city in the sand. Now it has changed. 
Going to these places is like going back 
to my childhood. These places are unique, 
very different from destinations in Europe. 

Do you have any hobbies?
I do a lot of sports. Since I am Lithuanian, 
I played basketball for a very long time. 
Basketball in Lithuania is a must. I also 
played tennis as a child, and my wife 
continued playing it for a quite a long 
time. A couple of years ago, we thought 
it would be nice to start playing it again. 
We took it up seriously and now we play 
pretty often, so tennis is kind of an old and 
new hobby at the same time. 
	 When I moved to Latvia, I started to play 
beach volleyball. It is very popular here 
and I also played it during my childhood. 
We play in Jūrmala together with my 
colleagues during the summer months, 
and we play in a closed arena during 
the wintertime. I would call this my new 
hobby, which I have brought to my friends 
in Lithuania, as we play there as well. 
During the winter I also like to ski. When 
it comes to hobbies, most of them are 
related to sports, which is my passion. BO

As the man who is responsible for ground operations and 
various new projects at airBaltic, Darius Viltrakis has a lot 
on his plate. He is also an inveterate traveller and sports 
enthusiast, and recently he became the father of a beautiful 
baby boy. His colleagues refer to him as a friendly, kind 
and helpful person. In this interview, Viltrakis shares his 
passions and discusses some of the latest projects to be 
implemented at airBaltic.

Creating your own 
travel experience

What are your responsibilities?
My main responsibility is to subcontract and 
outsource airBaltic activities. We process a lot of 
tenders. Most of my work involves negotiations, 
agreements and follow-up activities. Whenever we 
fly to a new destination, we have to find a supplier 
who will perform ground handling duties and 
services for us. I am responsible for communicating 
with the airports and for the operations that take 
place on the ground, such as ground handling, 
fuelling, de-icing and bus transportation. 
	 People tend to relate ground handling with a 
specific airport or airline. This was indeed the case in 
the past, when airlines also owned ground-handling 
companies, especially in the United States. But that 
was before low-cost airlines entered the market. 
The situation started to change about 10-15 years 
ago, when airlines decided to focus on their core 
business and outsourcing become the norm. Now in 
most cases ground-handling companies are private 
and separate from the airports. 
	 I am also involved with various other projects 
besides ground handling. For example, the 
airBaltic bus transfer project, which includes three 
countries – Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia. This has 
been a high-profile and well-received service, with 
free Wi-Fi on the buses, and has given airBaltic some 
good PR. The project was very time-consuming, 
but in the end we were able to deliver a great new 
product to our passengers. 

How did you assume your current position?
It  has been a long journey. I started my aviation 
career at the very bottom, taking on a simple check-
in position with airBaltic at the Vilnius airport when I 
was 18 years old. It was my first job. I have a diploma 
in engineering, but aviation has always been close 
to me as I come from an aviation family. My father 
was a pilot with Aeroflot for more than 30 years and 
my brother is still flying as a captain at Avion Express. 
I suppose it was my destiny. I have now been 
involved in aviation for 17 years.
	 After a period at the check-in desk, I became 
deputy station manager for airBaltic in Vilnius, then 
station manager, with the responsibility of managing 
all of the flights from the city. Some years later, 
airBaltic decided to expand and increase the number 
of flights from Lithuania, establishing a large base 
in Vilnius. At one point we had around 300 people 
working there – cabin crew, flight crew and ground 
staff. Then the economic crisis set in and the stable
